SECTION 2.1.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 47 

8.2(c) of that act reads as rewritten: 48 

"SECTION 8.2.(c)  For purposes of determining the school growth scores for each school 49 

the principal supervised in at least two of the prior three school years, the following school 50 

growth scores shall be used during the following time periods: 51 
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(1) Between July 1, 2018, and December 31, 2018, the school growth scores from 1 

the 2014-2015, 2015-2016, and 2016-2017 school years. If a principal does 2 

not have a school growth score from any of the school years identified in this 3 

subdivision, the most recent available growth scores, up to the 2016-2017 4 

school year, shall be used. 5 

(2) Between January 1, 2019, and June 30, 2019, the school growth scores from 6 

the 2015-2016, 2016-2017, and 2017-2018 school years. If a principal does 7 

not have a school growth score from any of the school years identified in this 8 

subdivision, the most recent available growth scores, up to the 2017-2018 9 

school year, shall be used." 10 

SECTION 2.2.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 11 

8.4(f) of that act reads as rewritten: 12 

"SECTION 8.4.(f)  Section 8.5 of S.L. 2017-972017-57 is repealed." 13 

SECTION 2.3.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law then Part VII 14 

of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 15 

"NEW DIMENSIONS CHARTER SCHOOL/USE OF FUNDS 16 

"SECTION 7.28.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law or a provision of the 17 

Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, the sum of twenty-five 18 

thousand dollars ($25,000) appropriated to the Department of Public Instruction by this act for 19 

the 2018-2019 fiscal year to be allocated to New Dimensions Charter School as a grant-in-aid 20 

shall be used only for the operating expenses of the charter school." 21 

SECTION 2.4.(a)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 22 

Section 41.1(a) of S.L. 2016-126 reads as rewritten: 23 

"SECTION 41.1.(a)  Effective December 15, 2016, theThe Center for Safer Schools is 24 

hereby moved to the Department of Public Instruction, Division of Safe and Healthy Schools 25 

Support.Instruction. This transfer shall have all of the elements of a Type I transfer, as defined 26 

in G.S. 143A-6." 27 

SECTION 2.4.(b)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 28 

G.S. 115C-105.49A(b) reads as rewritten: 29 

"(b) In constructing the SRRMS, the Division of Emergency Management and the Center 30 

for Safer Schools Schools, in collaboration with the Department of Public Instruction, Division 31 

of School Operations, shall leverage the existing enterprise risk management database, the 32 

School Risk Management Planning tool managed by the Division.Division of Emergency 33 

Management. The Division of Emergency Management shall also leverage the local school 34 

administrative unit schematic diagrams of school facilities. Where technically feasible, the 35 

SRRMS shall integrate any anonymous tip lines established pursuant to G.S. 115C-105.51 and 36 

any 911-initiated panic alarm systems authorized as part of a SRMP pursuant to 37 

G.S. 115C-47(40). The Division of Emergency Management and the Center for Safer Schools 38 

shall collaborate with the Department of Public Instruction Instruction, Division of School 39 

Operations, and the North Carolina 911 Board in the design, implementation, and maintenance 40 

of the SRRMS." 41 

SECTION 2.4.(c)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 42 

G.S. 115C-105.52 reads as rewritten: 43 

"§ 115C-105.52.  School crisis kits. 44 

The Department of Public Instruction,The Center for Safer Schools, in consultation with the 45 

Department of Public Safety through the North Carolina Center for Safer Schools,Safety and the 46 

Department of Public Instruction, Division of School Operations, may develop and adopt policies 47 

on the placement of school crisis kits in schools and on the contents of those kits. The kits should 48 

include, at a minimum, basic first-aid supplies, communications devices, and other items 49 

recommended by the International Association of Chiefs of Police. 50 
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The principal of each school, in coordination with the law enforcement agencies that are part 1 

of the local board of education's School Risk Management Plan, may place one or more crisis 2 

kits at appropriate locations in the school." 3 

SECTION 2.4.(d)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 4 

Article 8C of Chapter 115C of the General Statutes is amended by adding a new section to read: 5 

"§ 115C-105.57.  Center for Safer Schools. 6 

(a) Center for Safer Schools Established. – There is established the Center for Safer 7 

Schools. The Center for Safer Schools shall be administratively located in the Department of 8 

Public Instruction. The Center for Safer Schools shall consist of an executive director appointed 9 

by the Superintendent of Public Instruction and such other professional, administrative, technical, 10 

and clerical personnel as may be necessary to assist the Center for Safer Schools in carrying out 11 

its powers and duties. 12 

(b) Executive Director. – The Executive Director shall report to and serve at the pleasure 13 

of the Superintendent of Public Instruction at a salary established by the Superintendent within 14 

the funds appropriated for this purpose. 15 

(c) Powers and Duties. – The Center for Safer Schools shall have all powers and duties 16 

provided in this Article. 17 

(d) Agency Cooperation. – All State agencies and departments shall cooperate with the 18 

Center for Safer Schools in carrying out its powers and duties, as necessary, in accordance with 19 

this Article." 20 

SECTION 2.5.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 21 

7.7 of S.L. 2017-57, as amended by Section 7.5 of Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, is 22 

amended by adding a new subsection to read: 23 

"SECTION 7.7.(b1)  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, the Department of Public Instruction 24 

shall also make no transfers from or reduction to funding or positions for the Office of Charter 25 

Schools in implementing (i) budget reductions for the 2018-2019 fiscal year, (ii) 26 

recommendations resulting from the audit required pursuant to Section 7.23L of this act, or (iii) 27 

other changes necessary to improve the efficiency of the Department of Public Instruction." 28 

SECTION 2.6.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 29 

8.7 of S.L. 2016-94, as amended by Section 7.9 of Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, reads 30 

as rewritten: 31

"SECTION 8.7.(b)  Request for Proposal. – By September 15, 2016, the State Board of 33 

Education shall issue a an initial Request for Proposal (RFP) for the pilot. The State Board may 34 

issue additional, subsequent RFPs, as necessary, in order to meet the requirements of this section. 35 

Local boards of education shall submit their initial proposals by October 15, 2016. The Any 36 

additional proposals shall be submitted in accordance with requirements set by the State Board. 37 

Any RFP issued by the State Board shall require that proposals include the following information 38 

at a minimum: 39

"SECTION 8.7.(c)  Selection by State Board of Education. – By December 15, 2016, the 41 

State Board of Education shall review the initial proposals submitted by local boards of education 42 

and education. The State Board shall review additional, subsequent proposals submitted by local 43 

boards of education in accordance with requirements set by the State Board. The State Board 44 

shall select up to a maximum of 10 local school administrative units to participate in the pilot as 45 

follows: 46

"SECTION 8.7.(d)  Pilot Implementation. – The selected local school administrative units 48 

shall implement their approved pilots beginning with as early as the 2017-2018 school year and 49 

ending with the 2024-2025 school year. The local board of education for each selected pilot local 50 

school administrative unit shall provide any requested information and access to the independent 51 
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research organization selected by the State Board of Education to evaluate the pilots pursuant to 1 

subsection (f) of this section. 2 

…." 3 

SECTION 2.7.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part IX 4 

of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 5 

"ENROLLMENT GROWTH ADJUSTMENT 6 

"SECTION 9.12.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law or a provision of the 7 

Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, for the 2018-2019 fiscal 8 

year, the Community Colleges System Office and the Office of State Budget and Management 9 

shall certify the enrollment growth adjustment as the reduction of a sum of eleven million seven 10 

hundred thousand six hundred six dollars ($11,700,606) in recurring requirements, the addition 11 

of a sum of one million seven hundred seventy-eight thousand eight hundred thirty-two dollars 12 

($1,778,832) in nonrecurring requirements, and the reduction of the sum of twelve million six 13 

hundred twenty-three thousand seven hundred fifty-seven dollars ($12,623,757) in recurring 14 

receipts, resulting in a net sum of two million seven hundred one thousand nine hundred 15 

eighty-three dollars ($2,701,983) in appropriation." 16 

SECTION 2.8.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part IX 17 

of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 18 

"CERTAIN COMMUNITY COLLEGE PROJECT FUNDS 19 

"SECTION 9.11.(a)  Notwithstanding any other provision of law or a provision of the 20 

Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, the sum of two hundred 21 

thousand dollars ($200,000) in nonrecurring funds appropriated to the Community Colleges 22 

System Office by this act for the 2018-2019 fiscal year to be allocated to Johnston County 23 

Community College as a grant-in-aid to support the Fire Tower Training Facility shall be 24 

allocated to Johnston Community College for the 2018-2019 fiscal year for this purpose. 25 

"SECTION 9.11.(b)  Notwithstanding any other provision of law or a provision of the 26 

Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, the sum of fifty thousand 27 

dollars ($50,000) in nonrecurring funds appropriated to the Community Colleges System Office 28 

by this act for the 2018-2019 fiscal year to be allocated to Wilkes County Community College 29 

as a grant-in-aid for equipment needs for the Wilkes Culinary Arts Building shall be allocated to 30 

Wilkes Community College for the 2018-2019 fiscal year for this purpose." 31 

SECTION 2.9.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part X 32 

of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 33 

"SOUTHERN REGIONAL AHEC FUNDS 34 

"SECTION 10.6.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law or a provision of the 35 

Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, the sum of four million 36 

eight hundred thousand dollars ($4,800,000) in nonrecurring funds appropriated to the Board of 37 

Governors of The University of North Carolina by this act for the 2018-2019 fiscal year to be 38 

allocated to the Southern Regional Area Health Education Center (SR AHEC) shall be used for 39 

residencies in the SR AHEC service areas and for facility and structural improvements associated 40 

with current residency programs." 41 

SECTION 2.10.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 42 

G.S. 115C-83.6(a2), as enacted by Section 7.24(b) of that act, reads as rewritten: 43 

"(a2) The Department of Public Instruction shall provide for EVAAS analysis all formative 44 

and diagnostic assessment data collected pursuant to this section or G.S. 115C-174.11 for 45 

kindergarten through third grade." 46 

SECTION 2.11.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part X 47 

of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 48 

"EXTEND INITIAL TERMS/ADVISORY COUNCIL ON RARE DISEASES 49 

"SECTION 10.7.  Notwithstanding G.S. 130A-33.65(c), the terms of the initial members 50 

appointed to the Advisory Council on Rare Diseases (Council) within the School of Medicine of 51 
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the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill in accordance with S.L. 2015-199 shall end on 1 

July 1, 2023. A member appointed to fill a vacancy of an initial member of the Council shall 2 

serve the remainder of the unexpired term. Members appointed to the Council on or after July 1, 3 

2023, shall serve for terms of three years in accordance with G.S. 130A-33.65." 4 

SECTION 2.12.(a)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 5 

G.S. 115C-562.1(3)b. reads as rewritten: 6 

"b. Resides in a household with an income level not in excess of one 7 

hundred thirty-three percent (133%) of the amount required for the 8 

student to qualify for the federal free or reduced-price lunch program. 9 

The Authority shall not count any distribution from the estate of a 10 

decedent in calculating the income level of the applicant's household 11 

for the purposes of determining eligibility for a scholarship under this 12 

sub-subdivision." 13 

SECTION 2.12.(b)  Subsection (a) of this section is effective the date this act 14 

becomes law and applies to any student who was otherwise eligible to receive a scholarship 15 

pursuant to Part 2A of Article 39 of Chapter 115C of the General Statutes on or after January 1, 16 

2017, for any scholarship application for the 2018-2019 school year or later. A student who 17 

becomes eligible for a scholarship in the 2018-2019 school year solely due to subsection (a) of 18 

this section shall receive first priority in award of scholarships in the same manner as those 19 

previously awarded scholarships. 20 

SECTION 2.13.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 21 

6 of S.L. 2016-110, as amended by Section 7.26E of S.L. 2017-57, reads as rewritten: 22 

"SECTION 6.  It is the intent of the General Assembly to appropriate to the Department of 23 

Public Instruction four hundred fifty thousand dollars ($450,000) for the 2017-2018 fiscal year 24 

and annually thereafter for innovation zone model grants. Upon appropriation of funds,Beginning 25 

with the 2018-2019 fiscal year, from the funds appropriated to the Department of Public 26 

Instruction each fiscal year for the award of innovation zone model grants, the State Board of 27 

Education shall, upon recommendation of the ISD Superintendent, award innovation zone model 28 

grants of up to one hundred fifty thousand dollars ($150,000) per fiscal year for five years to 29 

local boards of education who (i) have been authorized to adopt the innovation zone model by 30 

the State Board of Education for up to three schools or for a local school administrative unit with 31 

more than thirty-five percent (35%) of schools within the unit identified as low-performing and 32 

(ii) provide a dollar-for-dollar match with non-State funding for the requested grant amount. 33 

Innovation zone model grants shall be directed by local boards of educations to the innovation 34 

zone office to address specific issues in innovation zone schools. Notwithstanding any other 35 

provision of law or a provision of the Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of S.L. 36 

2017-57 to the contrary, for the 2018-2019 fiscal year only, the Department may also use these 37 

funds to cover the administrative costs of the Innovative School District during the 2018-2019 38 

fiscal year." 39 

SECTION 2.14.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part VII 40 

of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 41 

"GRANT-IN-AID FOR GRAHAM COUNTY SCHOOLS 42 

"SECTION 7.29.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law or a provision of the 43 

Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, of the funds appropriated 44 

in this act to the Department of Public Instruction, the Department shall provide a grant-in-aid in 45 

the amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000) to Graham County Schools." 46 

SECTION 2.15.(a)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 47 

Section 7.22 of that act is repealed. 48 

SECTION 2.15.(b)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part 49 

VII of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 50 

"ELIMINATE FUNDS APPROPRIATED FOR DONORSCHOOSE 51 
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"SECTION 7.30.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law or a provision of the 1 

Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, the funds appropriated to 2 

the Department of Public Instruction by this act for the 2018-2019 fiscal year to provide a 3 

grant-in-aid to DonorsChoose.org for teachers to receive classroom supplies shall be reduced by 4 

two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000)." 5 

SECTION 2.16.(a)  Notwithstanding G.S. 115C-83.15(b)(2), for the 2017-2018 6 

school year only, for schools serving any students in ninth through twelfth grade, the State Board 7 

of Education shall assign points on the following measures available for that school: 8 

(1) One point for each percent of students who score at or above proficient on 9 

either the Algebra I or Integrated Math I end-of-course test or, for students 10 

who completed Algebra I or Integrated Math I before ninth grade, another 11 

mathematics course with an end-of-course test. 12 

(2) One point for each percent of students who score at or above proficient on the 13 

English II end-of-course test. 14 

(3) One point for each percent of students who score at or above proficient on the 15 

Biology end-of-course test. 16 

(4) One point for each percent of students who complete Algebra II or Integrated 17 

Math III with a passing grade. 18 

(5) One point for each percent of students who either (i) achieve the minimum 19 

score required for admission into a constituent institution of The University 20 

of North Carolina on a nationally normed test of college readiness or (ii) are 21 

enrolled in Career and Technical Education courses and score at Silver, Gold, 22 

or Platinum levels on a nationally normed test of workplace readiness. 23 

(6) One point for each percent of students who graduate within four years of 24 

entering high school. 25 

(7) One point for each percent of students who progress in achieving English 26 

language proficiency. 27 

SECTION 2.16.(b)  Notwithstanding G.S. 115C-83.16(a)(2)b., for the 2017-2018 28 

school year only, the school quality and student success indicator shall be made up of the 29 

following measures: 30 

(1) Proficiency on the Biology end-of-course test. 31 

(2) The percentage of students who complete Algebra II or Integrated Math III 32 

with a passing grade. 33 

(3) The percentage of students who either (i) achieve the minimum score required 34 

for admission into a constituent institution of The University of North 35 

Carolina on a nationally normed test of college readiness or (ii) are enrolled 36 

in Career and Technical Education courses and score at Silver, Gold, or 37 

Platinum levels on a nationally normed test of workplace readiness. 38 

SECTION 2.16.(c)  For schools serving any students in ninth through twelfth grade, 39 

for the 2017-2018 school year only, in addition to other required data, the report cards issued 40 

pursuant to G.S. 115C-12(9)c1. shall include the following data: 41 

(1) The percentage of students who achieved the minimum score required for 42 

admission into a constituent institution of The University of North Carolina 43 

on a nationally normed test of college readiness. 44 

(2) The percentage of students enrolled in Career and Technical Education 45 

courses who met the standard when scoring at Silver, Gold, or Platinum levels 46 

on a nationally normed test of workplace readiness. 47 

(3) The percentage of students who either (i) achieve the minimum score required 48 

for admission into a constituent institution of The University of North 49 

Carolina on a nationally normed test of college readiness or (ii) are enrolled 50 
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in Career and Technical Education courses and score at Silver, Gold, or 1 

Platinum levels on a nationally normed test of workplace readiness. 2 

SECTION 2.16.(d)  This section is effective when it becomes law and applies to 3 

school performance grades and report cards issued based on data from the 2017-2018 school 4 

year. 5 

SECTION 2.17.(a)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 6 

G.S. 116-280, as amended by Section 10A.6(a) of that act, is amended by adding a new 7 

subdivision to read: 8 

"(1a) Armed Forces. – As defined in G.S. 116-143.3(a)(2)." 9 

SECTION 2.17.(b)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 10 

G.S. 116-281(3), as amended by Section 10A.6(b) of that act, reads as rewritten: 11 

"(3) The student must either (i) qualify meet at least one of the following: 12 

a. Qualify as a legal resident of North Carolina and as a resident for 13 

tuition purposes under the criteria set forth in G.S. 116-143.1 and in 14 

accordance with definitions of residency that may from time to time 15 

be adopted by the Board of Governors of The University of North 16 

Carolina or (ii) be Carolina. 17 

b. Be a veteran provided the veteran's abode is in North Carolina and the 18 

veteran provides the eligible private postsecondary institution a letter 19 

of intent to establish residency in North Carolina. 20 

c. Be an active duty member of the Armed Forces provided the member 21 

of the Armed Forces is abiding in this State incident to active military 22 

duty in this State." 23 

SECTION 2.17.(c)  This section applies beginning with the 2018-2019 academic 24 

year.

Notwithstanding any provision of this act or the Committee Report 31 

described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, the sum of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) 32 

in nonrecurring funds appropriated to the Department of Health and Human Services, Division 33 

of Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities, and Substance Abuse Services, for the 2018-2019 34 

fiscal year, to provide funding to Gigi's Playhouse located in the city of Raleigh shall instead be 35 

used to provide funding to Gigi's Playhouse located in the city of Charlotte." 36 

SECTION 3.2.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part XI 37 

of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 38 

"FUNDS FOR FREE CLINIC OF ROCKINGHAM COUNTY, INC. 39 

"SECTION 11A.3A.  Notwithstanding any provision of this act or the Committee Report 40 

described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, the sum of two hundred fifty thousand dollars 41 

($250,000) in nonrecurring funds appropriated to the Department of Health and Human Services, 42 

Division of Central Management and Support, for the 2018-2019 fiscal year, to provide funding 43 

to the Free Clinic of Reidsville shall instead be used to provide funding to the Free Clinic of 44

Commission for groundwater, surface water, or air quality, or an exceedance 43 

of a health advisory standard level established by the United States 44 

Environmental Protection Agency for any chemical classified as a PFAS, and 45 

the facility has received more than one notice of violation from the 46 

Department within a two-year period for unauthorized discharges or releases 47 

of such substances. 48 

(3) The Department has been unable to stop all ongoing unauthorized discharges 49 

or releases of such substances from the facility that result in the violation of a 50 

standard or health advisory standard level within one year from the time the 51 
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Department first learned of the unauthorized discharges.discharges or 1 

releases. 2 

(4) The Department has determined that the best available scientific data indicates 3 

that the ongoing unauthorized discharges discharges or releases present a 4 

danger to the public health. 5 

(b) In determining whether to exercise the authority established under this section, the 6 

Governor may take into account remedial actions undertaken by the operator of the facility. 7 

(c) If the Governor exercises the authority established under this subsection to require a 8 

facility to cease operations and activities, the Governor shall issue an order in writing to the 9 

operator accordingly, including findings of fact that demonstrate the criteria set forth in 10 

subdivisions (1) through (4) of subsection (a) of this section have been met, which order shall be 11 

delivered by registered or certified mail, or by any means authorized by G.S. 1A-1, Rule 4, to the 12 

facility's operator. An order to cease operations and activities issued pursuant to this subsection 13 

shall not become effective until 15 days after issuance of the order. A person to whom such order 14 

is issued may commence a contested case by filing a petition under G.S. 150B-23 within 30 days 15 

after receipt of notice of the order. If the person does not file a petition within the required time, 16 

the Governor's decision is final and is not subject to review. 17

For purposes 33 

of this section, the terms (i) "contamination" means an exceedance of a standard established by 34 

the Environmental Management Commission for groundwater, surface water, or air quality, or 35 

an exceedance of a health advisory standard level established by the United States Environmental 36 

Protection Agency, for any chemical classified as a PFAS, including GenX; and (ii) "affected 37 

party" means a household, business, school, or public building with a well contaminated with 38 

PFAS, including GenX, as a result of the discharge or release of industrial waste. 39 

(b) If the Secretary orders a person responsible for the discharge or release of a PFAS, 40 

including GenX, that results in contamination of a private drinking water well to establish a 41 

permanent replacement water supply for an affected party with such a well pursuant to subsection 42

connection to public water supplies; provided that (i) an affected party may elect to receive a 44 

filtration system in lieu of a connection to public water supplies and (ii) if the Department 45 

determines that connection to a public water supply to a particular affected party would not be 46 

cost-prohibitive, cost-effective, the Department shall authorize provision of a permanent 47 

replacement water supply to that affected party through installation of a filtration system. For 48 

affected parties for which filtration systems are installed, the person responsible shall be liable 49 

for any periodic required maintenance of the filtration system. An order issued by the Secretary 50

The State may require an individual to agree in writing to 17 

reimburse a portion of the training costs incurred if the individual completes the training and 18 

becomes a State Trooper but does not remain a State Trooper for 36 months. The portion of the 19 

State's cost to be reimbursed is thirty-six thousand dollars ($36,000), less one thousand dollars 20 

($1,000) for each month an individual served as a State Trooper and member of the State 21 

Highway Patrol. 22 

(b) Administration. – The Secretary of Public Safety shall perform all of the 23 

administrative functions necessary to implement the Program, reimbursement agreements 24 

required by this section, including rule making, disseminating information, implementing 25 

forgivable loan agreements, loan monitoring, loan cancelling through service and collection, 26 

determining the acceptability of service repayment agreements, enforcing the agreements, and 27 

all other functions necessary for the execution, payment, and enforcement of reimbursement 28 

agreements and promissory notes required under this section.implementing contracts, and taking 29 

other necessary actions. 30 

(b) Training Reimbursement Agreement. – Each forgivable loan authorized by this 31 

section shall be evidenced by execution of a reimbursement agreement and a note made payable 32 

to the State that may bear interest at a rate not to exceed ten percent (10%) per year, as set by the 33 

Secretary of Public Safety. 34 

(c) Loan Forgiveness and Hardships. – The loan and any interest accrued on the loan 35 

shall be forgiven if the recipient serves a total of 36 months as a member of the Highway Patrol. 36

"SECTION 35.19A.(a)  During the 2018-2019 fiscal year, notwithstanding G.S. 126-4(1), 17 

G.S. 126-4(2), or any other provision of law to the contrary, the Council of State agencies, the 18 

Office of State Controller, the Community College System Office, and The University of North 19 

Carolina are granted sole authority and discretion to take the following actions concerning 20 

classification and salary administration of their respective personnel: 21 

(1) Classify new positions or reclassify vacant positions within the classification 22 

system adopted by the State Human Resources Commission or as otherwise 23 

prescribed by law. 24 

(2) Make hiring decisions based on the flexibility provided under this section. 25 

(3) Determine the appropriate salary for their respective employees, provided that 26 

funding is available within the budgeted salary appropriated to the agency and 27 

the salary remains within the minimum and maximum of the salary range 28 

associated with the position classification or as otherwise provided by law. 29 

The Human Resources Director for each State agency shall ensure that each new hire employed 30 

pursuant to the classification and salary administration flexibility granted by this section meets 31 

the minimum qualifications for the position. The Office of State Human Resources shall provide 32 

assistance to agencies upon request. 33 

"SECTION 35.19A.(b)  The deadline is extended, through June 30, 2019, for the State 34 

agencies identified in subsection (a) of this section to submit all post-implementation studies, 35 

including all supporting documentation, to the Office of State Human Resources. 36 

"SECTION 35.19A.(c)  By March 1, 2019, the State entities granted classification and salary 37 

administration flexibility under this section shall report to the Joint Legislative Commission on 38 

Governmental Operations and the Fiscal Research Division on the following: 39 

(1) The number of classification actions taken under this section. 40 

(2) The number of salary adjustments made under this section and total additional 41 

salary funds awarded. 42 

(3) A comparison of the number of agency employees recruited from and the 43 

number of agency employees hired by cabinet agencies. 44 

(4) Impact of the classification and salary administration flexibility on agency 45 

operations, including, but not limited to: 46 

a. Hiring time line. 47 

b. Recruitment of candidates. 48 

c. Retention of key personnel. 49 

(5) Any remaining position classification disagreements with the Office of State 50 

Human Resources. 51 
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(6) Whether the program should be extended and any recommended adjustments 1 

to the program." 2 

SECTION 8.4.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part 3 

XXXV of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 4 

"STATE TROOPER INCREASE/ELIGIBILITY FOR SALARY ADJUSTMENTS 5 

"SECTION 35.25A.  No State employee employed in the Department of Public Safety, State 6 

Highway Patrol, shall be denied an increase authorized by this act based upon a prior infraction 7 

or a pending disciplinary action unless the employee has an active disciplinary action related to 8 

grossly inefficient job performance which resulted in 10 or more days of unpaid suspension." 9

PART IX. CAPITAL 11 
SECTION 9.1.(a)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 12 

Section 36.7 of that act is amended by adding the following new subsections to read: 13 

"SECTION 36.7.(d)  The General Assembly authorizes the Department of Military and 14 

Veterans Affairs to fund the construction of two new State veterans homes located in the Triangle 15 

and Triad Regions with funds available to it from the North Carolina Veterans Home Trust Fund 16 

established under G.S. 143B-1293 in an amount not to exceed twenty-seven million two hundred 17 

twenty-three thousand five hundred sixty dollars ($27,223,560). The funds shall be used to 18 

provide the required State match for federal funding of the veterans home construction projects, 19 

and the matching funds and any federal dollars received for that purpose are hereby appropriated. 20 

"SECTION 36.7.(e)  Notwithstanding any provision of this act to the contrary, of the funds 21 

carried forward for the Manteo Old House Channel, Section 204 CAP in Section 36.3(b) of this 22 

act, the Department shall allocate the sum of three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000) to the 23 

North Carolina Wildlife Habitat Foundation for the Oyster Highway project on the New River in 24 

Onslow County. The Foundation shall report on its use of the funds allocated by this section no 25 

later than September 1, 2019, to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Agriculture and 26 

Natural and Economic Resources and the Fiscal Research Division. 27 

"SECTION 36.7.(f)  Notwithstanding any provision of this act to the contrary, of the funds 28 

carried forward for the Manteo Old House Channel, Section 204 CAP in Section 36.3(b) of this 29 

act, the Department shall use the sum of one million nine hundred nineteen thousand dollars 30 

($1,919,000) for maintenance dredging of Range 1 to 4 of the Manteo Channel. 31 

"SECTION 36.7.(g)  The Department of Military and Veterans Affairs (hereinafter 32 

"Department") is authorized to apply for federal funds for the expansion of Sandhills State 33 

Veterans Cemetery and Western Carolina State Veterans Cemetery to make site improvements 34 

at the cemeteries. The Department is authorized to use the fund balance from Budget Code 23050 35 

and any other funds available to the Department, up to eight hundred seventy-four thousand 36 

fifty-three dollars ($874,053) for the required ten percent (10%) match for this grant, and the 37 

funds are hereby appropriated for that purpose." 38 

SECTION 9.1.(b)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 39 

Section 36.3(e) of that act reads as rewritten: 40 

"SECTION 36.3.(e)  Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary, there shall 41 

be no match required for the maintenance dredging of Range 1 to 4 of the Manteo Channel project 42 

or the Lindsey Bridge Dam Repair and Stream Restoration project." 43 

SECTION 9.2.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 44 

5.6(b) of that act reads as rewritten: 45 

"SECTION 5.6.(b)  Appropriations. – The sixty million dollars ($60,000,000) transferred to 46 

the State Emergency Response/Disaster Relief Reserve in the General Fund as required by 47 

Section 2.2 of this act and subsection (a) of this section are appropriated as follows: 48 

… 49 

(5) Housing. – Twenty-five Twenty-four million fourteen nine hundred 50 

ninety-four thousand seven hundred seventy-six dollars ($25,014,776) 51 
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($24,994,776) to the Department of Public Safety, Division of Emergency 1 

Management, for the following housing-related matters: 2 

… 3 

(6) Storm debris removal. – Twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) to the Department 4 

of Environmental Quality, Division of Water Resources, to be used to provide 5 

a grant-in-aid to Transylvania County for the purpose of storm debris cleanup 6 

in streams and rivers in the County." 7 

SECTION 9.3.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 8 

36.2(a), as enacted by that act, reads as rewritten: 9 

"SECTION 36.2.(a)  Notwithstanding G.S. 143C-8-10, there is appropriated from the 10 

Project Reserve Account, established pursuant to G.S. 143C-8-10, for the 2017-2018 fiscal year, 11 

the following amounts for capital improvements: 12

PART X. INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY 25 
SECTION 10.1.(a)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 26 

G.S. 143B-1373(d)(6), as enacted by that act, reads as rewritten: 27 

"(6) An assessment of the current level of broadband access in the proposed 28 

deployment area and the current level of service provided at the point from 29 

which broadband deployment will be made.area." 30 

SECTION 10.1.(b)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 31 

G.S. 143B-1373(e), as enacted by that act, reads as rewritten: 32 

"(e) Applications shall be made publicly available by posting on the Web site of the 33 

Department of Information Technology for a period of at least 30 days prior to award. During 34 

the 30-day period, any interested party may submit comments to the Secretary concerning any 35 

pending application. A provider of broadband services may submit a protest of any application 36 

on the grounds the proposed project covers an area that is not an eligible area under this section. 37 

Protests shall be submitted in writing, accompanied by all relevant supporting documentation, 38 

and shall be considered by the Office in connection with the review of the application. Protests 39 

based upon actual current connection speed in a proposed project area shall not be considered. 40 

For applications with filed protests, the Secretary shall issue a written decision to the protesting 41 

party at least 15 days prior to the approval of that application." 42 

SECTION 10.2.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Part 43 

XXXVII of that act is amended by adding a new section to read: 44 

"FIRSTNET FUNDING CHANGES 45 

"SECTION 37.6.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law or a provision of the 46 

Committee Report described in Section 39.2 of this act to the contrary, for the 2018-2019 fiscal 47 

year, the net appropriation to FirstNet in Fund Code 1735 is reduced by three hundred thousand 48 

dollars ($300,000) and the revised net appropriation to FirstNet for the 2018-2019 fiscal year is 49 

three hundred eighty-six thousand nine hundred thirty-five dollars ($386,935)." 50 
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SECTION 10.3.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 1 

37.4(b), as enacted by that act, reads as rewritten: 2 

"SECTION 37.4.(b)  For any services for which a bill is or has been rendered at any time 3 

prior to 180 days following the effective date of this section, whether under G.S. 143B-1403 or 4 

its predecessors as previously codified, no subscriber or communications service provider shall 5 

be liable to any person or entity for billing or remitting a different number of 911 service charges 6 

than is required by Part 10 of Article 15 of Chapter 143B of the General Statutes.Statutes, as 7 

clarified by subsection (a) of this section. Subsection (a) of this section is intended as a 8 

clarification of existing law." 9 

SECTION 10.4.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, 10 

G.S. 143B-1325(d), as amended by Section 37.5(c) of that act, reads as rewritten: 11 

"(d) Report on Transition Planning. – The Community College System Office, the 12 

Department of Public Instruction, and the Bipartisan State Board of Elections and Ethics 13 

Enforcement shall work with the State CIO to plan their transition to the Department. The 14 

information technology transfer and consolidation from the Department of Revenue to the 15 

Department shall not take place until the Secretary of the Department of Revenue determines that 16 

the system and data security of the Department meets the heightened security standards required 17 

by the federal government for purposes of sharing taxpayer information. By October 1, 2018, 18 

these agencies, the Department of Public Instruction and the Bipartisan State Board of Elections 19 

and Ethics Enforcement, in conjunction with the State CIO, shall report to the Joint Legislative 20 

Oversight Committee on Information Technology and the Fiscal Research Division on their 21 

respective transition plans. By October 1, 2019, the Community College System Office, in 22 

conjunction with the State CIO, shall report to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on 23 

Information Technology and the Fiscal Research Division on its transition plan." 24

PART XI. FINANCE 26 
SECTION 11.1.  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 27 

G.S. 160A-690(b)(1), as enacted by Section 38.8(b) of that act, reads as rewritten: 28 

"(1) For a public school located inside the city limits, for capital, for current 29 

operating expenses expenses, or for other specific uses directed by the city. 30 

Funds appropriated by cities in accordance with this subdivision may be used 31 

to enter into operational and financing leases for real property or mobile 32 

classroom units for use as school facilities for public schools and may be used 33 

for payments on loans made to public schools for facilities, equipment, or 34 

operations. However, municipal appropriations shall not be used to obtain any 35 

other interest in real property or mobile classroom units. Every contract or 36 

lease into which a public school enters involving a municipal appropriation 37 

pursuant to this section shall include the following sentence: "No indebtedness 38 

of any kind incurred or obligation created by the public school shall constitute 39 

an indebtedness or obligation of the city, and no indebtedness or obligation of 40 

the public school shall involve or be secured by the faith, credit, or taxing 41 

power of the city." 42 

SECTION 11.2.(a)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then 43 

G.S. 105-130.4(l)(3), as amended by Section 38.2(c) of that act, reads as rewritten: 44 

"(3) Other sales are in this State if any of the following occur: 45 

a. The receipts are from real or tangible personal property located in this 46 

State, and includes receipts from incidental services sold as part of, or 47 

in connection with, the sale of tangible personal property in this State. 48 

b. The receipts are from intangible property to the extent the intangible 49 

property is used and are received from sources within this State. 50 
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c. The receipts are from services and the income-producing activities are 1 

in this State. For the purposes of this subdivision, an 2 

"income-producing activity" means an activity directly performed by 3 

the taxpayer or its agents for the ultimate purpose of generating the 4 

sale of the service. Receipts from income-producing activities 5 

performed within and without this State are attributed to this State in 6 

proportion to the income-producing activities performed in this State 7 

to total income-producing activities performed everywhere that 8 

generate the sale of service." 9 

SECTION 11.2.(b)  If Senate Bill 99, 2017 Regular Session, becomes law, then this 10 

section becomes effective at the same time as Senate Bill 99. 11

PART XII. STUDY/FAIR TREATMENT OF COLLEGE ATHLETES 13 
SECTION 12.1.(a)  The Legislative Commission on the Fair Treatment of College 14 

Student-Athletes is created. The purpose of the Commission is to examine the needs and concerns 15 

of college students participating in athletics on behalf of the constituent institutions of The 16 

University of North Carolina and to propose appropriate legislation where needed to implement 17 

the objectives of this Commission. 18 

SECTION 12.1.(b)  The Commission shall consist of six members of the Senate, 19 

appointed by the President Pro Tempore of the Senate with political parties represented in 20 

proportion to the legislative makeup, and six members of the House of Representatives, 21 

appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives with political parties represented in 22 

proportion to the legislative makeup. 23 

Vacancies on the Commission shall be filled by the same appointing authority that 24 

made the initial appointment. 25 

SECTION 12.1.(c)  The Lieutenant Governor shall be an ex officio voting member 26 

and shall also serve as the chair of the Commission. The Commission shall meet upon the call of 27 

the chair. 28 

SECTION 12.1.(d)  A quorum shall be a majority of the Commission members. 29 

SECTION 12.1.(e)  The Commission shall study issues related to the provision of 30 

health insurance, sports injuries and non-sports injuries, and profit-sharing for student athletes. 31 

In its study, the Commission shall consider all of the following: 32 

(1) Physical and mental health and safety concerns arising out of participation in 33 

athletic competition or resulting from injuries sustained during athletic 34 

competition, including, but not limited to, concussions and other 35 

life-impacting injuries. 36 

(2) Long-term physical and mental health and wellness issues grounded in 37 

participation in athletic competition but not manifesting until later in an 38 

athlete's life and the ability of former athletes to receive adequate long-term 39 

treatment for these issues. 40 

(3) The need for full-time enrolled college students to have adequate time to 41 

devote to educational responsibilities separate and apart from time demands 42 

for athletic competition. 43 

(4) Educational opportunities for choosing majors and classes consistent with the 44 

nonathletic participating students' opportunities at a constituent institution, 45 

including, but not limited to, academic choices and extracurricular abilities to 46 

participate in internships and study abroad. 47 

(5) The right to receive academic instruction from qualified faculty members at 48 

the constituent institutions and to be taught at an academic level consistent 49 

with the standards of accredited higher education institutions. 50 
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(6) The right to a fair and impartial hearing and the right to be independently 1 

represented before being disciplined for alleged eligibility rules violations by 2 

any school, conference, or membership association governing participation in 3 

college athletics. 4 

(7) In exchange for his or her participation on behalf of any constituent institution, 5 

a fair and adequate financial aid or scholarship assistance package to the 6 

extent financial aid or scholarship sources are provided to selected students in 7 

exchange for their participation on institutional athletic teams. 8 

(8) Consideration of remuneration or profit-sharing for student athletes for the use 9 

by institutional or commercial entities of the students' image, or other 10 

identifiable source, such as television rights or collegiate apparel that produce 11 

commercial profit for the institutions, membership associations, or 12 

commercial entities. 13 

(9) The right of students participating in college athletics to be adequately 14 

represented by attorneys, agents, or financial advisors throughout their college 15 

careers (as do all other students) without being subject to losing their 16 

eligibility to participate in college athletics. 17 

(10) A review of regulatory rules and punishments imposed on student athletes by 18 

any governing membership organization, including, but not limited to, the 19 

National Collegiate Athletic Association, that limits a student's ability to 20 

transfer between schools, or participate on college athletic teams by restricting 21 

the student's ability to engage in outside work or compensatory services. 22 

(11) The obligation of the university to provide the means for a student-athlete to 23 

finish their academic requirements to obtain an undergraduate degree after 24 

their athletic eligibility or athletic scholarship has expired. 25 

(12) Any other issue the Commission deems relevant based on testimony or 26 

evidence presented to the Commission. 27 

SECTION 12.1.(f)  The Commission, while in the discharge of its official duties, 28 

may exercise all powers provided for under G.S. 120-19 and G.S. 120-19.1 through 29 

G.S. 120-19.4. The Commission may meet in the Legislative Building or the Legislative Office 30 

Building. Members of the Commission shall receive subsistence and travel expenses at the rates 31 

set forth in G.S. 120-3.1 or G.S. 138-6, as appropriate. 32 

The Legislative Services Commission, through the Legislative Services Officer, shall 33 

assign professional staff to assist the Commission in its work. The Director of Legislative 34 

Assistants of the House of Representatives and the Director of Legislative Assistants of the 35 

Senate shall assign clerical support to the Task Force. The Commission may contract for 36 

professional, clerical, or consultant services, as provided by G.S. 120-32.02. 37 

SECTION 12.1.(g)  The Commission shall submit a report on the results of its study, 38 

including any proposed legislation, by March 1, 2019, to the members of the Senate and the 39 

House of Representatives by filing a copy of the report with the Office of the President Pro 40 

Tempore of the Senate, the Office of the Speaker of the House of Representatives, and the 41 

Legislative Library. The Commission shall terminate on March 1, 2019, or upon the filing of its 42 

report, whichever occurs first. 43
