Director of the State Bureau of Investigation. The Information Sharing and Analysis Center is 8 

authorized to analyze information related to any threat of violence to the safety of any individual 9 

associated with (i) an educational property as defined in G.S. 14-269.2, or (ii) a place of worship 10 

as defined in G.S. 14-54.1. The Information Sharing and Analysis Center shall promptly notify 11 

the sheriff and local law enforcement agency with jurisdiction if (i) a threat is determined to be 12 

credible, and (ii) the location of the educational property or place of worship associated with the 13 

threat, or the location of any individual suspected of creating the threat, is ascertained. The 14 

Director of the State Bureau of Investigation and other sworn law enforcement officers of the 15 

State Bureau of Investigation may give assistance to sheriffs and police officers when called upon 16 

by them and so directed, as provided in G.S. 143B-917."".  17 
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
