SECTION 3A.1.(a)  Section 5.3(e) of S.L. 2017-57, as amended by Section 1.1(a) of 30 

S.L. 2017-187, Section 1.1 of S.L. 2017-212, and Section 5.3(a) of S.L. 2018-5, reads as 31 

rewritten: 32 
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"SECTION 5.3.(e)  Grant funds awarded under this section shall be subject to a matching 1 

requirement from the recipient county as follows: 2 

(1) For a county designated as a development tier one area, the grant shall not 3 

exceed three dollars ($3.00) in grant funds for every one dollar ($1.00) 4 

provided by the county. Grant funds awarded to a county designated as a 5 

development tier one area shall not exceed fifteen million dollars 6 

($15,000,000). 7 

(2) For a county designated as a development tier two area, the grant shall not 8 

exceed one dollar ($1.00) for every one dollar ($1.00) in grant funds provided 9 

by the county. Grant funds awarded to a county designated as a tier two area 10 

shall not exceed ten million dollars ($10,000,000). 11 

Grant funds shall be used for the construction of new school buildings only. Grant funds shall 12 

not be used for real property acquisition. Grant funds shall be disbursed in a series of payments 13 

based on the progress of the project. To obtain a payment, the grantee shall submit a request for 14 

payment along with documentation of the expenditures for which the payment is requested and 15 

evidence that the matching requirement contained in subsection (b) of this section has been met. 16 

Grant funds shall not be awarded to any county that has received an aggregate amount exceeding 17 

eight million seven hundred fifty thousand dollars ($8,750,000) in funds from the Public School 18 

Building Capital Fund from the 2012-2013 fiscal year to the 2016-2017 fiscal year. No county 19 

may receive grant funds under this section more than once every five years. No portion of grant 20 

funds may be used to acquire a Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) 21 

certification. For fiscal year 2018-2019, for the purposes of this section, a county shall be 22 

considered to be designated as a development tier one area if (i) it was so designated by the 23 

Department of Commerce in 2017 or 2018 and (ii) the county filed a grant application under this 24 

section in 2017." 25 

SECTION 3A.1.(b)  Notwithstanding any other effective date in this act, this section 26 

becomes effective July 1, 2018.".   27 
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
