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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 

AN ACT TO MAKE VARIOUS REVISIONS TO THE ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE CONTROL 2 

LAWS OF THIS STATE. 3 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

 5 

PART I. SELF-DISTRIBUTING BREWERIES AND MALT BEVERAGES 6 

WHOLESALERS/REVISE LAW GOVERNING PRIVATE LABEL SALES 7 
SECTION 1.  G.S. 18B-1303(b) reads as rewritten: 8 

"(b) No Discrimination. – A wholesaler shall service all retail permit holders within his 9 

the wholesaler's designated territory without discrimination and shall make a good faith effort to 10 

make available to each retail permit holder in the territory each brand of malt beverage which the 11 

wholesaler has been authorized to distribute in that area. The provisions of this subsection shall 12 

not apply to retail permit holder private label brands, which, at the retail permit holder's direction, 13 

may be sold either exclusively to the retailer that owns the brand name or to all retail permit 14 

holders within each territory without discrimination. For purposes of this subsection, the term 15 

"retail permit holder private label brand" means a malt beverage product that is labeled with a 16 

brand name owned by a retailer." 17

PART II. CLARIFY CONTRACT BREWING LAW 19 
SECTION 2.(a)  G.S. 18B-1104(a)(6a) reads as rewritten: 20 

"(6a) Receive, in closed containers, and sell at the brewery, malt beverages 21 

produced inside or outside North Carolina under contract with a contract 22 

brewery. The contract brewery that manufactures the malt beverages shall be 23 

responsible for all aspects associated with manufacturing the product, 24 

including maintaining appropriate records, obtaining label approval in its own 25 

name, and remitting the appropriate taxes. subject to the rules of the 26 

Commission and the Department of Revenue. The brewery, not the contract 27 

brewery, shall be responsible for registering the contracted product with the 28 

Commission, submitting the appropriate reports regarding the malt beverages, 29 

and remitting the appropriate taxes if required by those rules. The contract 30 

malt beverages may be sold also at affiliated retail outlets of the brewery 31 

physically located on or adjacent to the brewery. Any malt beverages received 32 

from a contract brewery under this subdivision shall be made available for 33 

sale by the brewery to wholesalers for distribution to retailers, without 34 

discrimination, in the same manner as if the malt beverages were being 35 

imported by the brewery. Contract brewing is authorized between affiliated 36 
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breweries, but shall not be used as a means to allocate production quantities 1 

between affiliated breweries to obtain a malt beverage wholesaler permit 2 

pursuant to subdivision (8) of this subsection where either brewery would not 3 

otherwise qualify for a permit, and the Commission shall have no authority to 4 

grant an exemption to this requirement pursuant to G.S. 18B-1116(b)." 5 

SECTION 2.(b)  This section becomes effective July 1, 2019, and applies to taxes 6 

collected on or after that date. 7

PART III. ALLOW MALT BEVERAGE TASTINGS AT FARMERS MARKETS 9 
SECTION 3.  G.S. 18B-1114.5(a) reads as rewritten: 10 

"(a) Authorization. – The holder of a brewery permit, a malt beverages importer permit, a 11 

brewing, distillation, and fermentation course authorization, or a nonresident malt beverage 12 

vendor permit may obtain a malt beverage special event permit allowing the permittee to give 13 

free tastings of its malt beverages; to sell branded merchandise such as glassware, cups, signs, 14 

t-shirts, hats, and other apparel; and to sell its malt beverages by the glass or in closed containers 15 

at trade shows, conventions, shopping malls, malt beverage festivals, street festivals, holiday 16 

festivals, agricultural festivals, farmers markets, balloon races, local fund-raisers, and other 17 

similar events approved by the Commission. Except for a brewery operating under the provisions 18 

of G.S. 18B-1104(a)(8), all malt beverages sampled or sold pursuant to this section must be 19 

purchased from a licensed malt beverages wholesaler." 20

PART IV. ALLOW TRANSFERS OF MALT BEVERAGES BETWEEN PERMITTEES 22 

UNDER COMMON OWNERSHIP OR CONTROL 23 
SECTION 4.  G.S. 18B-1001 reads as rewritten: 24 

"§ 18B-1001.  Kinds of ABC permits; places eligible. 25 

When the issuance of the permit is lawful in the jurisdiction in which the premises are located, 26 

the Commission may issue the following kinds of permits: 27 

(1) On-Premises Malt Beverage Permit. – An on-premises malt beverage permit 28 

authorizes (i) the retail sale of malt beverages for consumption on the 29 

premises, (ii) the retail sale of malt beverages in the manufacturer's original 30 

container for consumption off the premises, and (iii) the retail sale of malt 31 

beverages in a cleaned and sanitized container that is filled or refilled and 32 

sealed for consumption off the premises and that identifies the permittee and 33 

the date the container was filled or refilled. The permit also authorizes the 34 

permittee to transfer malt beverages, not more than four times per calendar 35 

year, to another on-premises malt beverage permittee that is under common 36 

ownership or control as the transferor. Except as authorized by this 37 

subdivision, transfers of malt beverages by on-premises malt beverage 38 

permittees, purchases of malt beverages by a retail permittee from another 39 

retail permittee for the purpose of resale, and sales of malt beverages by a 40 

retail permittee to another retail permittee for the purpose of resale are 41 

unlawful. In addition, a particular brand of malt beverages may be transferred 42 

only if both the transferor and transferee are located within the territory 43 

designated between the brewery and the wholesaler on file with the 44 

Commission. Prior to or contemporaneous with any such transfer, the 45 

transferor shall notify each wholesaler who distributes the transferred product 46 

of the transfer. The notice shall be in writing or verifiable electronic format 47 

and shall identify the transferor and transferee, the date of the transfer, 48 

quantity, and items transferred. It also authorizes the holder of the permit to 49 

ship malt beverages in closed containers to individual purchasers inside and 50 

outside the State. The permit may be issued for any of the following: 51 
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… 1 

(2) Off-Premises Malt Beverage Permit. – An off-premises malt beverage permit 2 

authorizes (i) the retail sale of malt beverages in the manufacturer's original 3 

container for consumption off the premises, (ii) the retail sale of malt 4 

beverages in a cleaned and sanitized container that is filled or refilled and 5 

sealed for consumption off the premises and that identifies the permittee and 6 

the date the container was filled or refilled, and (iii) the holder of the permit 7 

to ship malt beverages in closed containers to individual purchasers inside and 8 

outside the State. The permit also authorizes the permittee to transfer malt 9 

beverages, not more than four times per calendar year, to another off-premises 10 

malt beverage permittee that is under common ownership or control as the 11 

transferor. Except as authorized by this subdivision, transfers of malt 12 

beverages by off-premises malt beverage permittees, purchases of malt 13 

beverages by a retail permittee from another retail permittee for the purpose 14 

of resale, and sales of malt beverages by a retail permittee to another retail 15 

permittee for the purpose of resale are unlawful. In addition, a particular brand 16 

of malt beverages may be transferred only if both the transferor and transferee 17 

are located within the territory designated between the brewery and the 18 

wholesaler on file with the Commission. Prior to or contemporaneous with 19 

any such transfer, the transferor shall notify each wholesaler who distributes 20 

the transferred product of the transfer. The notice shall be in writing or 21 

verifiable electronic format and shall identify the transferor and transferee, the 22 

date of the transfer, quantity, and items transferred. The permit may be issued 23 

for any of the following: 24

PART V. ALLOW THE SALE OF MALT BEVERAGES AND WINE FOR 27 

ON-PREMISES CONSUMPTION AT SPORTS AND ENTERTAINMENT VENUES 28 

LOCATED ON THE CAMPUS OF A COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY 29 
SECTION 5.  G.S. 18B-1006(a) reads as rewritten: 30 

"(a) School and College Campuses. – No permit for the sale of alcoholic beverages shall 31 

be issued to a business on the campus or property of a public school, college, or university. This 32 

subsection shall not apply to the following: 33 

(1) A regional facility as defined by G.S. 160A-480.2 operated by a facility 34 

authority under Part 4 of Article 20 of Chapter 160A of the General Statutes, 35 

unless the permit is for a public school or public college or university 36 

function.Statutes. 37 

(2) Property owned by a local board of education and leased for 99 years or more 38 

to a nonprofit auditorium authority created prior to 1991 whose governing 39 

board is appointed by a city governing board, a county board of 40 

commissioners, or a local school board. 41 

(3) A hotel. 42 

(4) A nonprofit alumni organization. 43 

(5) Restaurants, eating establishments, food businesses, or retail businesses on the 44 

property defined by G.S. 116-198.33(4). 45 

(6) Any golf courses owned or leased by the public college or university and open 46 

to the public for use. 47 

(7) The sale of malt beverages, unfortified wine, or fortified wine at the following: 48 

a. Performing arts centers located on property owned or leased by the 49 

public college or university. 50 
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b. Any stadiums that support a NASCAR-sanctioned one-fourth mile 1 

asphalt flat oval short track, that are owned or leased by the public 2 

college or university, and that only sell malt beverages, unfortified 3 

wine, or fortified wine at events that are not sponsored or funded by 4 

the public college or university. 5 

(8) Special one-time permits as described in G.S. 18B-1002(a)(5) for the 6 

Loudermilk Center for Excellence facility at the University of North Carolina 7 

at Chapel Hill. 8 

(9) A stadium, athletic facility, or arena on the campus or property of a public 9 

college or university, if the Board of Trustees of the public college or 10 

university has voted to allow the issuance of permits for use at that stadium, 11 

athletic facility, or arena. For purposes of this subdivision, the term "public 12 

college or university" does not include a community college. If a Board of 13 

Trustees votes to allow the issuance of permits in accordance with this 14 

subdivision, the Board of Trustees shall provide written notice to the 15 

Commission that it has voted to allow the issuance of permits. Any permit 16 

described in G.S. 18B-1001, 18B-1002(a)(2), or 18B-1002(a)(5) may be 17 

issued pursuant to this subdivision to applicants meeting the requirements for 18 

the requested permit. Notwithstanding the issuance of a mixed beverages 19 

permit pursuant to G.S. 18B-1001(10), this subdivision does not authorize the 20 

sale of mixed beverages when the stadium, athletic facility, or arena is being 21 

used for a sports event sponsored by the public college or university. This 22 

subdivision does not apply to any sales authorized under subdivisions (1) 23 

through (8) of this subsection. For purposes of this subdivision, the premises 24 

of a stadium, athletic facility, or arena shall include any area that meets all of 25 

the following requirements: 26 

a. Is within 500 feet of the furthest exterior building wall, perimeter 27 

fence, or permanent fixed perimeter. 28 

b. Is designated by the stadium, athletic facility, or arena in a map or 29 

written description that clearly defines the boundary of the area, and 30 

that map or written description is included in the permit application. 31 

c. Can be designated in a manner that enables the stadium, athletic 32 

facility, or arena to ensure compliance with the provisions of this 33 

Chapter." 34 

 35 

PART VI. ALLOW SALES OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ON TRAINS AND 36 

FERRIES 37 
SECTION 6.(a)  G.S. 18B-108 reads as rewritten: 38 

"§ 18B-108.  Sales on trains.trains and ferries. 39 

(a) Trains. – Alcoholic beverages may be sold on railroad trains in this State upon 40 

compliance with Article 2C of Chapter 105 of the General Statutes. Malt beverages, unfortified 41 

wine, and fortified wine may be sold and delivered by any wholesaler or retailer licensed in this 42 

State to an officer or agent of a rail line that carries at least 60,000 passengers annually. 43 

(b) Ferries. – Alcoholic beverages may be sold on ferries established pursuant to Article 44 

6 of Chapter 136 of the General Statutes upon compliance with Article 2C of Chapter 105 of the 45 

General Statutes. The authorization set forth in this subsection only applies to the passenger-only 46 

ferry traveling on the route from Hatteras to Ocracoke and does not include the return trip from 47 

Ocracoke to Hatteras. Malt beverages, unfortified wine, and fortified wine may be sold and 48 

delivered to an officer or agent of the Department of Transportation for sale on the ferry only by 49 

the wholesaler whose designated territory includes the Hatteras Ferry Terminal. 50 
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(c) ABC Violations. – For purposes of G.S. 18B-502, the railroad trains and ferry 1 

authorized to sell alcoholic beverages under this section shall be deemed a "licensed premises for 2 

which an ABC permit has been issued." 3 

(d) Rules. – The Commission, in consultation with the Department of Transportation, 4 

may adopt rules regulating the sale of alcoholic beverages under this section." 5 

SECTION 6.(b)  This section becomes effective July 1, 2019, and applies to sales 6 

made on or after that date. 7

PART VII. ALLOW BARS TO OBTAIN ON-PREMISES ABC PERMITS 9 
SECTION 7.(a)  G.S. 18B-1000 reads as rewritten: 10 

"§ 18B-1000.  Definitions concerning establishments. 11 

The following requirements and definitions shall apply to this Chapter: 12 

(1) Bar. – An establishment substantially engaged in the business of serving 13 

alcoholic beverages for consumption on the premises. To qualify as a bar, an 14 

establishment's gross receipts from alcoholic beverages for consumption on 15 

the premises shall be not less than seventy-five percent (75%) of the 16 

establishment's total gross receipts. 17 

(1a) Community theatre. – An establishment owned and operated by a bona fide 18 

nonprofit organization that is engaged solely in the business of sponsoring or 19 

presenting amateur or professional theatrical events to the public. A permit 20 

issued for a community theatre is valid only during regularly scheduled 21 

theatrical events sponsored by such nonprofit organization. 22 

(1a)(1b) Convention center. – An establishment that meets either of the following 23 

requirements: 24 

a. A publicly owned or operated establishment that is engaged in the 25 

business of sponsoring or hosting conventions and similar large 26 

gatherings, including auditoriums, armories, civic centers, convention 27 

centers, and coliseums. 28 

b. A privately owned facility located in a city that has a population of at 29 

least 200,000 but not more than 250,000 by the 2000 federal census 30 

and is located in a county that has previously authorized the issuance 31 

of mixed beverage permits by referendum. To qualify as a convention 32 

center under this subdivision, the facility shall meet each of the 33 

following requirements: 34 

1. The facility shall be certified by the appropriate local official 35 

as being consistent with the city's redevelopment plan for the 36 

area in which the facility is located. 37 

2. The facility shall contain at least 7,500 square feet of floor 38 

space that is available for public use and shall be used 39 

exclusively for banquets, receptions, meetings, and similar 40 

gatherings. 41 

3. The facility's annual gross receipts from the sale of alcoholic 42 

beverages shall be less than fifty percent (50%) of the gross 43 

receipts paid to all providers at permitted functions for food, 44 

nonalcoholic beverages, alcoholic beverages, service, and 45 

facility usage fees (excluding receipts or charges for 46 

entertainment and ancillary services not directly related to 47 

providing food and beverage service). The person to whom a 48 

permit has been issued for a privately owned facility shall be 49 

required to maintain copies of all contracts and invoices for 50 
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items supplied by providers for a period of three years from the 1 

date of the event. 2 

A permit issued for a convention center shall be valid only for those parts of 3 

the building used for conventions, banquets, receptions, and other events, and 4 

only during scheduled activities. 5 

(1b)(1c) Cooking school. – An establishment substantially engaged in the business 6 

of operating a school in which cooking techniques are taught for a fee. 7 

…." 8 

SECTION 7.(b)  G.S. 18B-1001, as amended by Section 1 of this act, reads as 9 

rewritten: 10 

"§ 18B-1001.  Kinds of ABC permits; places eligible. 11 

When the issuance of the permit is lawful in the jurisdiction in which the premises are located, 12 

the Commission may issue the following kinds of permits: 13 

(1) On-Premises Malt Beverage Permit. – An on-premises malt beverage permit 14 

authorizes (i) the retail sale of malt beverages for consumption on the 15 

premises, (ii) the retail sale of malt beverages in the manufacturer's original 16 

container for consumption off the premises, and (iii) the retail sale of malt 17 

beverages in a cleaned and sanitized container that is filled or refilled and 18 

sealed for consumption off the premises and that identifies the permittee and 19 

the date the container was filled or refilled.

It also authorizes the holder of the permit to ship malt beverages 35 

in closed containers to individual purchasers inside and outside the State. The 36 

permit may be issued for any of the following: 37

k. Bars. 39

(3) On-Premises Unfortified Wine Permit. – An on-premises unfortified wine 41 

permit authorizes (i) the retail sale of unfortified wine for consumption on the 42 

premises, either alone or mixed with other beverages, (ii) the retail sale of 43 

unfortified wine in the manufacturer's original container for consumption off 44 

the premises, and (iii) the retail sale of unfortified wine dispensed from a tap 45 

connected to a pressurized container utilizing carbon dioxide or similar gas 46 

into a cleaned and sanitized container that is filled or refilled and sealed for 47 

consumption off the premises and that identifies the permittee and the date the 48 

container was filled or refilled. The permit also authorizes the permittee to 49 

transfer unfortified wine, not more than four times per calendar year, to 50 

another on-premises unfortified wine permittee that is under common 51

ownership or control as the transferor. Except as authorized by this 1 

subdivision, transfers of wine by on-premises unfortified wine permittees, 2 

purchases of wine by a retail permittee from another retail permittee for the 3 

purpose of resale, and sale of wine by a retail permittee to another retail 4 

permittee for the purpose of resale are unlawful. In addition, a particular brand 5 

of wine may be transferred only if both the transferor and transferee are 6 

located within the territory designated between the winery and the wholesaler 7 

on file with the Commission. Prior to or contemporaneous with any such 8 

transfer, the transferor shall notify each wholesaler who distributes the 9 

transferred product of the transfer. The notice shall be in writing or verifiable 10 

electronic format and shall identify the transferor and transferee, the date of 11 

the transfer, quantity, and items transferred. The holder of the permit is 12 

authorized to ship unfortified wine in closed containers to individual 13 

purchasers inside and outside the State. Orders received by a winery by 14 

telephone, Internet, mail, facsimile, or other off-premises means of 15 

communication shall be shipped pursuant to a wine shipper permit and not 16 

pursuant to this subdivision. The permit may be issued for any of the 17 

following: 18

(5) On-Premises Fortified Wine Permit. – An on-premises fortified wine permit 22 

authorizes the retail sale of fortified wine for consumption on the premises, 23 

either alone or mixed with other beverages, and the retail sale of fortified wine 24 

in the manufacturer's original container for consumption off the premises. The 25 

permit also authorizes the permittee to transfer fortified wine, not more than 26 

four times per calendar year, to another on-premises fortified wine permittee 27 

that is under common ownership or control as the transferor. Except as 28 

authorized by this subdivision, transfers of wine by on-premises fortified wine 29 

permittees, purchases of wine by a retail permittee from another retail 30 

permittee for the purpose of resale, and sale of wine by a retail permittee to 31 

another retail permittee for the purpose of resale are unlawful. In addition, a 32 

particular brand of wine may be transferred only if both the transferor and 33 

transferee are located within the territory designated between the winery and 34 

the wholesaler on file with the Commission. Prior to or contemporaneous with 35 

any such transfer, the transferor shall notify each wholesaler who distributes 36 

the transferred product of the transfer. The notice shall be in writing or 37 

verifiable electronic format and shall identify the transferor and transferee, the 38 

date of the transfer, quantity, and items transferred. The holder of the permit 39 

is authorized to ship fortified wine in closed containers to individual 40 

purchasers inside and outside the State. Orders received by a winery by 41 

telephone, Internet, mail, facsimile, or other off-premises means of 42 

communication shall be shipped pursuant to a wine shipper permit and not 43 

pursuant to this subdivision. The permit may be issued for any of the 44 

following: 45

g. Bars. 47

(7) Brown-Bagging Permit. – A brown-bagging permit authorizes each individual 49 

patron of an establishment, with the permission of the permittee, to bring up 50 

to eight liters of fortified wine or spirituous liquor, or eight liters of the two 51 
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combined, onto the premises and to consume those alcoholic beverages on the 1 

premises. The permit may be issued for any of the following: 2 

… 3 

f. Bars. 4 

(8) Special Occasion Permit. – A special occasion permit authorizes the host of a 5 

reception, party or other special occasion, with the permission of the 6 

permittee, to bring fortified wine and spirituous liquor onto the premises of 7 

the business and to serve the same to his guests. The permit may be issued for 8 

any of the following: 9

f. Bars. 11 

… 12 

(10) Mixed Beverages Permit. – A mixed beverages permit authorizes the retail 13 

sale of mixed beverages for consumption on the premises. The permit also 14 

authorizes a mixed beverages permittee (i) to obtain a purchase-transportation 15 

permit under G.S. 18B-403 and 18B-404, (ii) to obtain an antique spirituous 16 

liquor permit under subdivision (20) of this section, and (iii) to use for culinary 17 

purposes spirituous liquor lawfully purchased for use in mixed beverages. The 18 

permit may be issued for any of the following: 19 

… 20 

i. Bars. 21 

…." 22 

SECTION 7.(c)  G.S. 130A-247 is amended by adding a new subdivision to read: 23 

"(1b) "Bar" is as defined in G.S. 18B-1000(1)." 24 

SECTION 7.(d)  G.S. 130A-248(a) reads as rewritten: 25 

"(a) For the protection of the public health, the Commission shall adopt rules governing 26 

the sanitation of establishments that prepare or serve drink or food for pay and establishments 27 

that prepare and sell meat food products or poultry products. However, any establishment that 28 

prepares or serves food or drink to the public, regardless of pay, shall be subject to the provisions 29 

of this Article if the establishment that prepares or serves food or drink holds an ABC permit, as 30 

defined in G.S. 18B-101, meets any of the definitions in G.S. 18B-1000, and does not meet the 31 

definition of a bar as provided in G.S. 130A-247(1b) or a private club as provided in 32 

G.S. 130A-247(2)." 33 

SECTION 7.(e)  G.S. 130A-250 reads as rewritten: 34 

"§ 130A-250.  Exemptions. 35 

The following shall be exempt from this Part: 36 

… 37 

(16) A bar as defined in G.S. 18B-1000(1)." 38

PART VIII. ALLOW DISTILLERIES TO SELL SPIRITUOUS LIQUOR DISTILLED 40 

BY THE DISTILLER DIRECTLY TO CONSUMERS IN OTHER STATES 41 
SECTION 8.(a)  G.S. 18B-1105(a) reads as rewritten: 42 

"(a) The holder of a distillery permit may do any of the following: 43 

… 44 

(2) Sell, deliver and ship spirituous liquor in closed containers as follows: 45 

a. at At wholesale to exporters and local boards within the State, State. 46 

b. and, subject Subject to the laws of other jurisdictions, at wholesale or 47 

retail to consumers, private or public agencies agencies, or 48 

establishments of establishments, in other states or nations. 49 

…." 50 
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SECTION 8.(b)  This section becomes effective July 1, 2019, and applies to sales 1 

made on or after that date. 2

PART IX. REVISE LAW AUTHORIZING DISTILLERS TO SELL SPIRITUOUS 4 

LIQUOR DISTILLED BY THE DISTILLER FOR CONSUMPTION OFF THE 5 

PREMISES 6 
SECTION 9.(a)  G.S. 18B-1105(a)(4) reads as rewritten: 7 

"(4) Sell spirituous liquor distilled at the distillery in closed containers to visitors 8 

who tour the distillery for consumption off the premises. Sales under this 9 

subdivision are allowed only in a county where the establishment of a county 10 

or municipal ABC store has been approved pursuant to G.S. 18B-602(g) and 11 

are subject to the time and day restrictions in G.S. 18B-802.

An individual 12 

delivering alcoholic beverages pursuant to a delivery service permit shall not handle or possess 13 

funds used to purchase an alcoholic beverage that is to be delivered but may facilitate the sales 14 

transaction in a manner that does not involve taking possession of funds. 15 

(c) Age of Recipient and Notice. – An individual may only deliver alcoholic beverages 16 

pursuant to a delivery service permit to an individual who is at least 21 years of age and who 17 

immediately takes actual possession of the alcoholic beverages purchased. A delivery of 18 

alcoholic beverages in a package that obscures the manufacturer's original packaging shall have 19 

affixed to the outside of the package a notice in 26-point type or larger stating: "CONTAINS 20 

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES; AGE VERIFICATION REQUIRED." 21 

(d) Limitations. – A delivery service permittee shall deliver alcoholic beverages only 22 

within the time allowed for lawful sales and consumption in the jurisdiction where the delivery 23 

is located. No delivery shall be made to any jurisdiction within the State that has not authorized 24 

the sale of the purchased alcoholic beverages. A delivery service permittee shall not deliver 25 

alcoholic beverages to the premises of another licensed retailer or more than 50 miles from the 26 

retailer's licensed premises. Unless the governing body of an institution of higher education has 27 

given written authorization to the permittee, a delivery service permittee shall not deliver 28 

alcoholic beverages to a residence hall located on the premises of an institution of higher 29 

education. Only alcoholic beverages purchased for personal consumption and from a licensed 30 

retailer's existing inventory located on the retailer's premises may be delivered pursuant to a 31 

delivery service permit. 32 

(e) Scope and Construction. – A delivery service permit is not required for a common 33 

carrier lawfully transporting or shipping alcoholic beverages. Nothing in this section shall be 34 

construed as exempting the delivery of alcoholic beverages pursuant to a delivery service permit 35 

from the requirements set forth in Article 4 of Chapter 18B of the General Statutes."

SECTION 23.  If any provision of this act or its application is held invalid, the 40 

invalidity does not affect other provisions or applications of this act that can be given effect 41 

without the invalid provisions or application, and to this end, the provisions of this act are 42 

severable.

PART XXIV. RULES 45 
SECTION 24.  The Alcoholic Beverage Control Commission shall amend its rules 46 

consistent with the provisions of this act. The Commission may adopt temporary rules to 47 

implement the requirements of this act. Any temporary rules adopted in accordance with this 48 

section shall remain in effect until permanent rules that replace the temporary rules become 49 

effective.
