At-large positions shall be filled by the
appointment of persons from the business and professional public at
large who have special competence in business management, hospital
administration, health care delivery, or medical practice or who
otherwise have demonstrated dedication to the improvement of health
care in North Carolina, and who are neither members of the Board of
Governors, members of the board of trustees of a constituent
institution of The University of North Carolina, nor officers or
employees of the State. No member may be appointed to more than
two full four-year terms in sueeession-including-members-serving-as
of June—30,—2042.succession. Members appointed by the General
Assembly upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the House of
Representatives shall, to the degree practicable, be proportional to the
party representation in the House of Representatives. Members
appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the
President Pro Tempore of the Senate shall, to the degree practicable,
be proportional to the party representation in the Senate. The General
Assembly shall not appoint any of the following individuals:
