"(b) No person shall be eligible to serve as a member of a county board of elections who 3 

meets any of the following criteria: 4 

(1) Holds any elective office under the government of the United States, or of the 5 

State of North Carolina or any political subdivision thereof. 6 

(2) Holds any office in a state, congressional district, county or precinct political 7 

party or organization. Provided, however, that the position of delegate to a 8 

political party convention shall not be considered an office for the purpose of 9 

this subdivision. 10 

(3) Is a campaign manager or treasurer of any candidate or political party in a 11 

primary or election. 12 

(4) Is a candidate for nomination or election. 13 

(5) Is the wife, husband, son, son in law, daughter, daughter in law, mother, 14 

mother in law, father, father in law, sister, sister in law, brother, brother in 15 

law, aunt, uncle, niece, or nephew of any candidate for nomination or election. 16 

Upon any member of the board of elections becoming ineligible, that 17 

member's seat shall be declared vacant. This subdivision only applies if the 18 

county board of elections is conducting the election for which the relative is a 19 

candidate. 20 

(6) Is currently a lobbyist registered under Chapter 120C of the General 21 

Statutes.". 22 
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
