Of the membership, Fhethe Governor shall appoint five of the members from a
list of nominees submitted to the Governor by the State party chair of each of the two political
parties having the highest number of registered affiliates as reflected by the latest registration
statistics published by the State Board. Each party chair shall submit a list of four nominees who
are affiliated with that political party.

(b2)  Of the membership, the Governor shall appoint one of the members who shall not be
affiliated with either of the political parties submitting nominees under subsection (b1) of this
section.

(©) Any vacancy of a member appointed under subsection (b1) of this section eceufring
n-the-State Board-shall be filled by the Governor, and the person so appointed shall fill the
unexpired term. The Governor shall fill the vacancy from a list of three nominees submitted to
the Governor by the State party chair of the political party that nominated the vacating member
as provided in subseection—{b)-subsection (bl) of this section.

Any vacancy of the member appointed under subsection (b2)
of this section shall be filled by the Governor for the unexpired term.

States; that | will be faithful and bear true allegiance to the State of North Carolina, and to the
constitutional powers and authorities which are or may be established for the government thereof;
that I will endeavor to support, maintain, and defend the Constitution of said State, and that I will
well and truly execute the duties of the office of member of the State Board of Elections according
to the best of my knowledge and ability, according to law, so help me God."

(e After taking the prescribed oath, the State Board shall organize by electing one of its
members chair and another secretary.
