PRIMARY IN THE VILLAGE OF FLAT ROCK AND THE TOWN OF FLETCHER; TO 22 

EXTEND MECKLENBURG COUNTY MEALS TAX SUNSET EXTENSION; TO 23 

CLARIFY THE REQUIREMENT FOR THE BUNCOMBE COUNTY BOARD OF 24 

EDUCATION TO ESTABLISH ITS ELECTORAL DISTRICTS; AND TO REQUIRE THE 25

SECTION 1.  G.S. 160A-58.1 reads as rewritten: 34 
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"§ 160A-58.1.  Petition for annexation; standards. 1

(b) A noncontiguous area proposed for annexation must meet all of the following 3 

standards: 4 

… 5 

(5) The area within the proposed satellite corporate limits, when added to the area 6 

within all other satellite corporate limits, may not exceed ten percent (10%) 7 

of the area within the primary corporate limits of the annexing city. 8 

This subdivision does not apply to the Cities of Archdale, Asheboro, 9 

Belmont, Claremont, Concord, Conover, Durham, Elizabeth City, Gastonia, 10 

Greenville, Hickory, Kannapolis, Kings Mountain, Locust, Lowell, Marion, 11 

Mount Airy, Mount Holly, New Bern, Newton, Oxford, Randleman, Roanoke 12 

Rapids, Rockingham, Saluda, Sanford, Salisbury, Shelby, Southport, 13

SECTION 6.(a)  In addition to the uses authorized under G.S. 160A-301(a), a 34 

municipality may use the proceeds from parking meters on public streets to fund any capital 35 

projects. 36 

SECTION 6.(b)  Notwithstanding the provisions of G.S. 160A-301(b), a 37 

municipality shall use the revenues realized from off-street parking facilities to amortize bonds 38 

issued to finance such facilities, or to fund any other capital projects. 39 

SECTION 6.(c)  This section applies to the City of Hendersonville only. 40

SECTION 9.(a)  Chapter 273 of the 1983 Session Laws, as amended by Section 127 18 

of Chapter 1034 of the 1983 Session Laws, and by Section 78 of S.L. 2006-264, is repealed. 19 

SECTION 9.(b)  Chapters 198 and 326 of the 1985 Session Laws are repealed. 20 

SECTION 9.(c)  This section is effective when it becomes law and applies to tax 21 

proceeds distributed on or after that date. 22

FRANKLIN AND GRANVILLE COUNTY COMMON BOUNDARY 24 

SECTION 10.(a)  The legal boundary line between Franklin County and Granville 25 

County shall be as depicted by the Census Redistricting Data P.L. 94-171 TIGER/Line Shapefiles 26 

associated with the 2020 federal decennial census, which is consistent with the boundary line 27 

used by the counties and reflected in the counties' geographic information systems maps. 28 

SECTION 10.(b)  Any completed county boundary survey delivered by the North 29 

Carolina Geodetic Survey in accordance with Article 3 of Chapter 153A of the General Statutes 30 

in 2023 or 2024 that is not consistent with subsection (a) of this section shall not be binding upon 31 

Franklin and Granville Counties and shall not be used by Franklin or Granville County as a 32 

common boundary between the counties. 33 

SECTION 10.(c)  On and after the effective date of this section, all papers, 34 

documents, and instruments required or permitted to be filed or registered related to residents or 35 

property shall be filed in the county in which the property is located pursuant to the boundary 36 

described in this section despite the fact that papers, documents, and instruments required or 37 

permitted to be filed or registered with respect to such residents or property may have been 38 

previously recorded in the other county. 39 

SECTION 10.(d)  All public records related to residents and property located in areas 40 

affected by the establishment of the boundary line that were filed or recorded prior to the effective 41 

date of this section in the adjoining county shall remain in the respective adjoining county where 42 

filed or recorded, and such records shall be valid public records as to the property and persons 43 

involved, even though they are recorded in an adjoining county where the property is not located 44 

as evidenced by the boundary described in this section. 45 

SECTION 10.(e)  Franklin County, Granville County, the elected and appointed 46 

officials of Franklin and Granville Counties, and employees of Franklin County and Granville 47 

County shall not incur any liability under any local or general law, ordinance, rule, or regulation 48 

for any act or failure to act relating to taxation, school attendance, land use controls, elections, or 49 

any other governmental function as it relates to the currently used boundary line between Franklin 50 

County and Granville County. 51

SECTION 11.  Section 4.2 of the Charter of the City of Hendersonville, being 3 

Chapter 874 of the 1971 Session Laws, as amended by City Ordinance No. 1995-06-08 adopted 4 

on June 8, 1995, S.L. 2016-15, and Section 1.3 of S.L. 2023-44, reads as rewritten: 5 

"Sec. 4.2. Regular Method of Municipal Primaries. Elections. The Mayor and Council 6 

Members shall be elected on a nonpartisan basis and results determined by the primary plurality 7 

method as provided in G.S. 163-294.G.S. 163-292." 8

VILLAGE OF FLAT ROCK CHANGE OF DATE OF THE NONPARTISAN PRIMARY 10 

SECTION 12.(a)  Section 4.1 of the Charter of the Village of Flat Rock, being 11 

Chapter 48 of the 1995 Session Laws, as amended by Section 1.1 of S.L. 2023-44, reads as 12 

rewritten: 13 

"Sec. 4.1. Conduct of Village Elections. Regular municipal elections shall be held at the 14 

time of the general election in each even-numbered year. Village officers shall be elected on a 15 

nonpartisan basis and results determined by the primary method as provided in G.S. 163-294. 16 

The primary shall be held on the date provided by G.S. 163-1 for county partisan primaries. The 17 

filing period shall be the same as for county officers elected on a partisan basis. Except as 18 

otherwise provided by this act, the election shall be conducted in accordance with the uniform 19 

municipal election laws in Chapter 163 of the General Statutes." 20 

SECTION 12.(b)  This section is effective when it becomes law and applies to 21 

elections held on or after that date. 22

TOWN OF FLETCHER CHANGE OF DATE OF THE NONPARTISAN PRIMARY 24 

SECTION 13.(a)  Section 4.1 of the Charter of the Town of Fletcher, being Chapter 25 

44 of the 1989 Session Laws, as amended by Section 1.2 of S.L. 2023-44, reads as rewritten: 26 

"Sec. 4.1. Conduct of Town elections. Regular municipal elections shall be held at the time 27 

of the general election in each even-numbered year. The Town Council and Mayor shall be 28 

elected on a nonpartisan basis and the results determined by the primary method as provided by 29 

G.S. 163-294; provided that if the City of Hendersonville is scheduled to hold a primary on the 30 

sixth Tuesday before the election under G.S. 163-279(a)(2), the nonpartisan primary in the Town 31 

of Fletcher shall be on that date. G.S. 163-294. The primary shall be held on the date provided 32 

by G.S. 163-1 for county partisan primaries. The filing period shall be the same as for county 33 

officers elected on a partisan basis. Except as otherwise provided by this act, the election shall 34 

be conducted in accordance with the uniform municipal election laws of North Carolina." 35 

SECTION 13.(b)  This section is effective when it becomes law and applies to 36 

elections held on or after that date. 37

MECKLENBURG COUNTY MEALS TAX SUNSET EXTENSION 39 

SECTION 14.  Section 9.1 of Chapter 908 of the 1983 Session Laws, as amended by 40 

Chapters 821 and 922 of the 1989 Session Laws and S.L. 2001-402, reads as rewritten: 41 

"Sec. 9.1. Sunset of Certain Provisions. – Effective on the latest of the three dates listed 42 

below, Section 7 of this act and Section 9(a)(4)b. of this act are repealed:repealed effective July 43 

1, 2060. 44 

(1) July 1 following the date of final satisfaction, by payment or other irrevocable 45 

defeasance, of any debt instruments or obligations that meet both of the 46 

following conditions: 47 

a. They were issued by the City of Charlotte or by a related special 48 

purpose entity in connection with the financing of the Charlotte 49 

Convention Center or of any hotel or parking facility constructed or 50 

participated in by the city to support or serve the convention center. 51 
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b. They were issued and outstanding on or before July 1, 2001. 1 

(2) July 1 following the date of final satisfaction, by payment or other irrevocable 2 

defeasance, of any debt instruments or obligations that were issued by the City 3 

of Charlotte or by a related special purpose entity in connection with a 4 

construction contract for expansion of the existing convention center that 5 

meets both of the following conditions: 6 

a. The expansion contracted for will encompass at least 100,000 square 7 

feet of additional exhibit and meeting space and related support 8 

facilities. 9 

b. The design contract for the expansion contracted for was awarded by 10 

January 1, 2011. 11 

(3) July 1, 2031." 12

BUNCOMBE COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION ELECTORAL DISTRICTS AND 14 

STUDY 15 

SECTION 15.(a)  Section 6(d) of S.L. 2023-32 is repealed. 16 

SECTION 15.(b)  In establishing or revising electoral districts as required by S.L. 17 

2023-32, the Buncombe County Board of Education shall comply with all requirements of State 18 

and federal law. 19 

SECTION 15.(c)  Section 6(e) of S.L. 2023-32 reads as rewritten: 20 

"SECTION 6.(e)  No later than February 1, 2024, June 30, 2024, the Buncombe County 21 

Board of Education shall establish the boundaries of the six electoral districts required by this 22 

section, to be used in the 2024 elections and thereafter until revised again, in accordance with 23 

G.S. 115C-37(i) and this act." 24 

SECTION 15.(d)  Notwithstanding Chapters 115C and 163 of the General Statutes, 25 

the filing period for the Buncombe County Board of Education in the 2024 election shall be from 26 

noon on the third Friday in July until noon on the first Friday in August. 27 

SECTION 15.(e)  The Buncombe County Board of Education and the Asheville City 28 

Board of Education shall jointly study the feasibility of the merger of the Buncombe County 29 

School Administrative Unit and the City of Asheville School Administrative Unit, including the 30 

potential economic and educational impact of merging the school units and any other relevant 31 

information. The Buncombe County Board of Education and the Asheville City Board of 32 

Education shall report findings and recommendations to the standing committees of the General 33 

Assembly hearing elections matters no later than February 15, 2025. 34
