DISASTER RELIEF TECHNICAL CORRECTIONS 8 

SECTION 1.1.(a)  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then 9 

Section 5A.2(a)(2)a. of that act reads as rewritten: 10 

"a. Eight million dollars ($8,000,000) previously allocated for capital 11 

recovery funds for public school facilities in accordance with Section 12 

2.1(a) of S.L. 2024-53 and the Committee Report described in Section 13 

6.1 of that act.Section 2A.3(a) of S.L. 2025-26." 14 

SECTION 1.1.(b)  Notwithstanding Section 5A.2(a)(2) of Senate Bill 257, 2025 15 

Regular Session and the Committee Report referenced in Section 45.2 of that act, if Senate Bill 16 

257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, of the programs and funds identified to be transferred 17 

to the Helene fund in Section 5A.2(a)(2) of Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, if a specified 18 

budget fund has insufficient funds to satisfy the specified transfer, the Department of Public 19 

Instruction shall fully realize the total amount of Helene-related reductions in the Committee 20 

Report from other fund balances that remain within Budget Code 23510 from prior 21 

Helene-related appropriations. 22

FUNDING ADJUSTMENT/TOWN OF FAIR BLUFF RIVERWALK PROJECT 24 

SECTION 1.2.  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then, 25 

notwithstanding any provision of that act or the Committee Report described in Section 45.2 of 26 

that act to the contrary, Section 5A.11(a) of that act reads as rewritten: 27 

"SECTION 5A.11.(a)  Transfer. – The State Controller shall transfer five million dollars 28 

($5,000,000) four million five hundred thousand dollars ($4,500,000) from Budget Code 24558, 29 

Budget Fund 206842, to OSBM for the Town of Fair Bluff for the riverwalk project that was 30 

destroyed." 31

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CLARIFY TERMS FOR ENTITIES IDENTIFIED IN PUBLIC SCHOOL 1 

REINVESTMENT FUND PROVISION 2 

SECTION 2.1.  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 3 

7.60(a) of that act reads as rewritten: 4 

"SECTION 7.60.(a)  The General Assembly finds that the State has realized a savings from 5 

students formerly enrolled in a nonpublic public school unit of the State using scholarship grants 6 

to enroll in a private nonpublic school due to the expansion of eligibility for the scholarship grants 7 

awarded from the Opportunity Scholarship Grant Reserve Fund pursuant to Part 2A of Article 8 

39 of Chapter 115C of the General Statutes. The Department of Public Instruction has identified 9 

a savings of thirty-five million seven hundred fifty-one thousand four hundred nine dollars 10 

($35,751,409) for the 2024-2025 and 2025-2026 fiscal years based on the difference between the 11 

total amount of funds used for an opportunity scholarship grant award that is less than one 12 

hundred percent (100%) of the average State per pupil allocation for average daily membership 13 

for a student in a public school unit. Consistent with the intent of the General Assembly stated in 14 

Section 7.82(c) of S.L. 2023-134, the nonrecurring savings identified by the Department of 15 

Public Instruction shall be reinvested to support the following purposes: 16 

(1) The sum of seventeen million twenty thousand eight hundred eleven dollars 17 

($17,020,811) for a one-time bonus of one thousand seven hundred fifty 18 

dollars ($1,750) for locally and federally funded school nutrition and custodial 19 

personnel. 20 

(2) The sum of thirteen million eight hundred thousand dollars ($13,800,000) for 21 

middle school literacy professional development. 22 

(3) The sum of ten million dollars ($10,000,000) to be used for the North Carolina 23 

Collaboratory to acquire mathematics curriculum from another state that has 24 

developed its own mathematics curriculum and to conform those materials to 25 

align with the North Carolina Standard Course of Study for use in 26 

kindergarten through eighth grade mathematics classes in the public schools 27 

of the State." 28

TECHNICAL CORRECTION TO STATE TEXTBOOK FUND SUNSET REDUCTION 30 

SECTION 2.3.  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then, 31 

notwithstanding the Committee Report referenced in Section 45.2 of that act, funds appropriated 32 

to the Department of Public Instruction for the 2026-2027 fiscal year shall be modified as 33 

follows: 34 

(1) The reduction in the requirements of the Department of Public Instruction in 35 

Budget Code 73510, Budget Fund 700100, for State Textbook Fund Sunset 36 

shall be decreased by the sum of eight hundred thirty-six thousand five 37 

hundred ninety-four dollars ($836,594) in recurring funds. The total revised 38 

reduction shall be the sum of fifty-nine million four hundred nine thousand 39 

eight hundred fifty-nine dollars ($59,409,859). 40 

(2) The reduction in receipts by the Department of Public Instruction in Budget 41 

Code 73510, Budget Fund 700100, for State Textbook Fund Sunset shall be 42 

decreased by the sum of eight hundred thirty-six thousand five hundred 43 

ninety-four dollars ($836,594) in recurring funds. The total revised reduction 44 

shall be the sum of fifty-nine million four hundred nine thousand eight 45 

hundred fifty-nine dollars ($59,409,859). 46

A principal's placement on the applicable salary schedule shall be determined according to 11 

the average daily membership of the school supervised by the principal, as described in 12 

subsection (b) of this section, and the school growth scores, calculated pursuant to 13 

G.S. 115C-83.15(c), for each school the principal supervised in at least two of the prior three 14 

school years, as described in subsection (c) of this section, regardless of a break in service, and 15 

provided the principal supervised each school as a principal for at least a majority of the school 16 

year, as follows: 17 

(1) A principal shall be paid according to the Exceeded Growth column of the 18 

schedule if the school growth scores show the school or schools exceeded 19 

expected growth in at least two of the prior three school years. 20 

(2) A principal shall be paid according to the Met Growth column of the schedule 21 

if any of the following apply: 22 

a. The school growth scores show the school or schools met expected 23 

growth in at least two of the prior three school years. 24 

b. The school growth scores show the school or schools met expected 25 

growth in at least one of the prior three school years and exceeded 26 

expected growth in one of the prior three school years. 27 

c. The principal supervised a school in at least two of the prior three 28 

school years that was not eligible to receive a school growth score. 29 

(3) A principal shall be paid according to the Base column if any of the following 30 

apply: 31 

a. The school growth scores show the school or schools did not meet 32 

expected growth in at least two of the prior three school years. 33 

b. The principal has not supervised any school as a principal for a 34 

majority of the school year in at least two of the prior three school 35 

years. 36 

"SECTION 7A.7.(a1)  The following annual salary schedule for principals shall apply for 37 

the 2026-2027 fiscal year, beginning July 1, 2026:from January 1, 2027, to June 30, 2027: 38

"SECTION 7A.7.(a1) 7A.7.(a2)  No later than October 31, 2026, and March 31, 2027, 50 

January 31, 2027, the Department of Public Instruction shall provide salary supplements a salary 51 
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supplement to qualifying principals in accordance with this subsection. Each The salary 1 

supplement shall be for an amount equal to half the difference between the annual amount the 2 

principal receives on the 2027 Principal Annual Salary Schedule and the total annual amount the 3 

principal qualifies to receive on the following supplemental salary schedule: 4

Whether a principal qualifies to receive a salary supplement under the supplemental salary 13 

schedule and the amount of the salary supplement shall be determined according to the average 14 

daily membership of the school supervised by the principal, as described in subsection (b) of this 15 

section, and the school growth scores, calculated pursuant to G.S. 115C-83.15(c), for each school 16 

the principal supervised in at least two of the prior three school years, as described in subsection 17 

(c) of this section, regardless of a break in service, and provided the principal supervised each 18 

school as a principal for at least a majority of the school year, as follows: 19 

(1) A principal shall receive a salary supplement according to the Exceeded 20 

Growth column of the schedule if the school growth scores show the school 21 

or schools exceeded expected growth in at least two of the prior three school 22 

years. 23 

(2) A principal shall receive a salary supplement according to the Met Growth 24 

column of the schedule if any of the following apply: 25 

a. The school growth scores show the school or schools met expected 26 

growth in at least two of the prior three school years. 27 

b. The school growth scores show the school or schools met expected 28 

growth in at least one of the prior three school years and exceeded 29 

expected growth in one of the prior three school years. 30 

c. The principal supervised a school in at least two of the prior three 31 

school years that was not eligible to receive a school growth score. 32 

(3) A principal shall not receive a salary supplement if any of the following apply: 33 

a. The school growth scores show the school or schools did not meet 34 

expected growth in at least two of the prior three school years. 35 

b. The principal has not supervised any school as a principal for a 36 

majority of the school year in at least two of the prior three school 37 

years. 38 

"SECTION 7A.7.(b)  For purposes of determining the average daily membership of a 39 

principal's school, the allotted average daily membership for the school for the applicable school 40 

year shall be used. For purposes of this section, the allotted average daily membership of a 41 

principal's school shall include any prekindergarten students in membership at that school. 42 

"SECTION 7A.7.(c)  For purposes of determining the school growth scores for each school 43 

the principal supervised in at least two of the prior three school years, the following school 44 

growth scores shall be used during the following time periods: 45 

(1) For payment of the October salary supplement, the 2026 Principal Annual 46 

Salary Schedule, the school growth scores from the first, second, and third 47 

years. 48 

(2) For payment of the March salary supplement, payment of the January salary 49 

supplement to the 2027 Principal Annual Salary Schedule, the school growth 50 

scores from the second, third, and fourth years. 51 
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(3) If a principal does not have a school growth score from any of the school years 1 

identified in this subsection, the most recent available growth scores, up to the 2 

fourth year, shall be used. 3 

"SECTION 7A.7.(d)  Beginning with the 2017-2018 fiscal year, in lieu of providing annual 4 

longevity payments to principals paid on the principal salary schedule, the amounts of those 5 

longevity payments are included in the annual amounts under the principal salary schedule. 6 

"SECTION 7A.7.(e)  A principal compensated in accordance with this section for the 7 

2026-2027 fiscal year shall receive an amount equal to the greater of the following: 8 

(1) The applicable amount under this section for the applicable fiscal year. 9 

(2) For principals who were eligible for longevity in the 2016-2017 fiscal year, 10 

the sum of the following: 11 

a. The salary the principal received in the 2016-2017 fiscal year pursuant 12 

to Section 9.1 or Section 9.2 of S.L. 2016-94. 13 

b. The longevity that the principal would have received as provided for 14 

State employees under the North Carolina Human Resources Act for 15 

the 2016-2017 fiscal year based on the principal's current years of 16 

service. 17 

(3) For principals who were not eligible for longevity in the 2016-2017 fiscal 18 

year, the salary the principal received in the 2016-2017 fiscal year pursuant to 19 

Section 9.1 or Section 9.2 of S.L. 2016-94. 20 

"SECTION 7A.7.(f)  For purposes of this section, the following definitions apply: 21 

(1) First year. – The school year immediately preceding the second year. 22 

(2) Fourth year. – The school year immediately preceding the applicable school 23 

year. 24 

(3) Second year. – The school year immediately preceding the third year. 25 

(4) The applicable fiscal year. – The 2026-2027 fiscal year. 26 

(5) The applicable school year. – The 2026-2027 school year. 27 

(6) Third year. – The school year immediately preceding the fourth year." 28

PROVIDE FUNDS FOR MOUNTAIN AREA HEALTH EDUCATION CENTER AND 30

SECTION 2.5.  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then, 32 

notwithstanding the Committee Report referenced in Section 45.2 of that act, funds appropriated 33 

to the Board of Governors of The University of North Carolina for the 2026-2027 fiscal year 34 

shall be modified as follows: 35 

(1) Funds in Budget Code 16022 shall be increased by the sum of two million one 36 

hundred twenty-three thousand dollars ($2,123,000) in nonrecurring funds 37 

and one million dollars ($1,000,000) in recurring funds to be allocated to the 38 

University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill for the Mountain Area Health 39 

Education Center. 40 

(2) Funds in Budget Code 16011 for Healthcare Workforce Programs Expansion 41 

shall be reduced by the sum of one million dollars ($1,000,000) in recurring 42 

funds and five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) in nonrecurring funds. 43

SECTION 2.6.  Section 2.1(b) of S.L. 2026-9 reads as rewritten: 47 

"SECTION 2.1.(b)  This section is effective when it becomes law and applies beginning 48 

with applications for admission to the North Carolina School of Science and Mathematics for the 49 

2027-2028 2028-2029 school year." 50

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CLARIFY FUNDS FOR THE BRIGHT INSTITUTE AT THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH 1 

CAROLINA AT GREENSBORO 2 

SECTION 2.7.  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then, 3 

notwithstanding the Committee Report referenced in Section 45.2 of that act, the one million 4 

dollars ($1,000,000) in nonrecurring funds appropriated to the Board of Governors of The 5 

University of North Carolina and allocated to the University of North Carolina at Greensboro for 6 

the 2026-2027 fiscal year for its "Battery Research, Innovation, and Green Energy Harvesting 7 

Technology (BRIGHT) Institute" shall instead be provided for its "Battery Research, Innovation, 8 

and next-Gen energy Harvesting Technologies (BRIGHT) Institute" for the purposes described 9 

in that item. 10

CLARIFY TESTING RECORDS REQUIREMENTS FOR NONPUBLIC SCHOOLS 12 

RECEIVING OPPORTUNITY SCHOLARSHIP FUNDS 13 

SECTION 2.8.(a)  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then 14 

G.S. 115C-562.5, as amended by Section 8A.12 of that act, reads as rewritten: 15 

"§ 115C-562.5.  Obligations of nonpublic schools accepting eligible students receiving 16 

scholarship grants. 17 

(a) A nonpublic school that accepts eligible students receiving scholarship grants shall 18 

comply with the following: 19 

… 20 

(4) Administer, at least once in each school year, tests as provided in this 21 

subdivision. Test performance data shall be submitted to the Authority by July 22 

15 of each year. Test performance data reported to the Authority under this 23 

subdivision is not a public record under Chapter 132 of the General Statutes. 24 

Tests shall be administered to all eligible students enrolled in grades three and 25 

higher whose tuition and fees are paid in whole or in part with a scholarship 26 

grant as follows: 27 

a. The nationally standardized test designated by the Authority in grades 28 

three and eight. 29 

b. The ACT in grade 11. 30 

c. A nationally standardized test or other nationally standardized 31 

equivalent measurement selected by the chief administrative officer of 32 

the nonpublic school in all other grades four and higher. For grades 33 

four through seven, the nationally standardized test or other equivalent 34 

measurement selected must measure achievement in the areas of 35 

English grammar, reading, spelling, and mathematics. For grades nine, 36 

10, and 12, the nationally standardized test or other equivalent 37 

measurement selected must measure either (i) achievement in the areas 38 

of English grammar, reading, spelling, and mathematics or (ii) 39 

competencies in the verbal and quantitative areas. 40 

… 41 

(b1) A nonpublic school that accepts eligible students receiving scholarship grants shall 42 

annually certify compliance with subdivision (4) of subsection (a) of this section and shall retain 43 

records of the test administration for a period of four years. Each year the Authority shall select 44 

at least four percent (4%) of nonpublic schools to verify testing administration in accordance 45 

with subdivision (4) of subsection (a) of this section. 46 

…." 47 

SECTION 2.8.(b)  This section applies beginning with the 2026-2027 school year. 48

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COPAYMENT EXEMPTION FOR DIALYSIS SERVICES 1 

SECTION 3.1.(a)  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then 2 

Section 9E.19 of Senate Bill 257 is repealed. 3 

SECTION 3.1.(b)  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then 4 

G.S. 108A-58.3, as enacted by Section 3C.16 of S.L. 2026-1, reads as rewritten: 5 

"§ 108A-58.3.  Cost-sharing. 6 

(a) The Except as otherwise provided in this section, the Department shall annually 7 

establish all Medicaid copayments at the maximum allowable under federal law. 8 

(b) Subsection (a) of this section shall not apply to any of the following: 9 

(1) Dialysis services. 10 

(2) Innovations waiver services. 11 

(3) Traumatic Brain Injury waiver services." 12 

SECTION 3.1.(c)  Subsection (b) of this section is effective July 1, 2027. The 13 

remainder of this section is effective when it becomes law. 14

ADJUST IMPLEMENTATION DATE FOR CHILD CARE SUBSIDY RATE CHANGES 16 

SECTION 3.2. If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 17 

9D.4 of that act reads as rewritten: 18 

"SECTION 9D.4.(a)  Beginning July 1, 2026, October 1, 2026, from federal Child Care and 19 

Development Block Grant funds under Section 9M.1 of this act, the Department of Health and 20 

Human Services, Division of Child Development and Early Education, shall increase the child 21 

care subsidy market rates to the seventy-fifth percentile as recommended by the 2023 Child Care 22 

Market Rate Study for children in three-, four-, and five-star-rated child care centers and homes. 23 

"SECTION 9D.4.(b)  Beginning July 1, 2026, October 1, 2026, provisions of payment rates 24 

for child care providers in counties that have a county rate below the State rate for center-based 25 

and home-based care shall be set at the seventy-fifth percentile statewide market rate as 26 

recommended by the 2021 Child Care Market Rate Study for children in three-, four-, and 27 

five-star-rated child care centers and homes. 28 

"SECTION 9D.4.(c)  The Division of Child Development and Early Education shall include 29 

in its next market rate study reporting of statewide rates at the fiftieth percentile in addition to 30 

reporting at the seventy-fifth percentile." 31

FINANCIAL PROTECTIONS FOR DISABLED AND OLDER 33 

ADULTS/CONTRACTUAL RIGHTS 34 

SECTION 3.3.  If Senate Bill 595, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, 35 

G.S. 108A-117.1, as enacted by Section 13.1(d) of that act, is amended by adding a new 36 

subsection to read: 37 

"(k) The rights and remedies under this section are in addition to any rights and remedies 38 

for which the parties have contracted. Nothing in this section limits any contractual rights or 39 

remedies." 40 

 41 

ADJUSTMENT TO ELIGIBILITY AND EVALUATION CRITERIA FOR BEST VALUE 42 

PROCUREMENT OF OPIOID ANTAGONIST 43 

SECTION 3.4.  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then Section 44 

9G.6 of that act reads as rewritten: 45 

"SECTION 9G.6.(a)  The following definitions apply in this section: 46 

(1) DMH/DD/SUS. – The Division of Mental Health, Developmental 47 

Disabilities, and Substance Use Services within the North Carolina 48 

Department of Health and Human Services or its purchasing agent. 49 

(2) Opioid antagonist. – An opioid antagonist that is approved by the federal Food 50 

and Drug Administration for the reversal of a drug overdose. 51 
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"SECTION 9G.6.(b)  Not later than 90 days after the effective date of this section, the 1 

DMH/DD/SUS shall issue a request for proposals (RFP) to procure both of the following directly 2 

from drug manufacturers: 3 

(1) Intranasal and intramuscular opioid antagonist for distribution to, or use by, 4 

persons or governmental entities engaged in opioid overdose prevention and 5 

response efforts within the State of North Carolina. 6 

(2) Ancillary services related to the distribution and use of intranasal and 7 

intramuscular opioid antagonist pursuant to subdivision (1) of this subsection, 8 

which may include engaging in surge capacity efforts, furnishing educational 9 

and training materials, and providing data to improve the distribution of 10 

overdose reversal drugs. 11 

"SECTION 9G.6.(c)  The RFP shall require that proposals include, at a minimum, evidence 12 

demonstrating to the satisfaction of the DMH/DD/SUS that, from the date the RFP is made 13 

public, the drug manufacturer meets all of the following eligibility criteria: 14 

(1) Has at least two years of experience in both of the following: 15 

a. Manufacturing and assembling within the United States intranasal and 16 

or intramuscular opioid antagonist products. 17 

b. Direct shipping, distributing, and tracking a high volume of intranasal 18 

and or intramuscular opioid antagonist to multiple state governments 19 

within the United States. 20 

(2) Has a history of consistently maintaining and making publicly accessible its 21 

financial, governance, and operational information, including with 22 

independent verification when required by law. 23 

"SECTION 9G.6.(d)  Of the drug manufacturers meeting the eligibility criteria described in 24 

subsection (c) of this section, the DMH/DD/SUS shall use a competitive, best-value procurement 25 

method to identify a pool of drug manufacturers with which the DMH/DD/SUS may enter into a 26 

contract. The competitive, best-value procurement method required by this subsection shall 27 

prioritize drug manufacturer responses offering the overall best value with respect to quality, 28 

full-service customer support, supply flexibility, and overall risk management considerations, by 29 

evaluating all of the following factors: 30 

(1) Availability of both intranasal and or intramuscular opioid antagonist products 31 

that meet applicable federal and State quality, safety, and regulatory 32 

requirements. 33 

(2) Demonstrated history of reliable supply and product quality for intranasal and 34 

or intramuscular opioid antagonist products. 35 

(3) Availability of distribution data, educational resources, and training materials 36 

to support program implementation. 37 

(4) Ability to efficiently process, fulfill, and document orders in a manner that 38 

supports program administration, inventory management, and applicable 39 

reporting requirements. 40 

"SECTION 9G.6.(e)  Upon completion of the RFP process, the DMH/DD/SUS shall enter 41 

into a contract with one or more of the drug manufacturers from the pool developed pursuant to 42 

subsection (d) of this section. The DMH/DD/SUS shall not enter into more than one contract for 43 

each distinct opioid antagonist product procured pursuant to this section. Each contract shall be 44 

for a term of one year and shall include an option to renew annually for up to three additional 45 

years. 46

SECTION 11.2.(a)  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then 11 

Section 44.3(b) of that act reads as rewritten: 12 

"SECTION 44.3.(b)  This section is effective when it becomes law and applies to refunds 13 

issued for purchases made on or after that date. For purposes of applying the aggregate annual 14

– The Secretary must distribute to cities forty-four percent (44%) of the 37 

net proceeds of the tax collected under G.S. 105-164.4 on electricity, less the sum of (i) the 38 

amount of net proceeds derived from the tax paid on sales of electricity for use at qualifying 39 

datacenters and eligible internet datacenters and (ii) the cost to the Department of administering 40 

the distribution. Each city's share of the amount to be distributed is its franchise tax share 41 

calculated under subsection (b) of this section plus its ad valorem share calculated under 42 

subsection (c) of this section. If the net proceeds of the tax allocated under this section are not 43 

sufficient to distribute the franchise tax share of each city under subsection (b) of this section, 44 

the proceeds shall be distributed to each city on a pro rata basis. The Secretary must make the 45 

distribution within 75 days after the end of each quarter. 46

SECTION 11.3.(c)  If Senate Bill 257, 2025 Regular Session, becomes law, then 48 

Section 44.4(b) of that act reads as rewritten: 49 
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"SECTION 44.4.(b)  This section is effective when it becomes law and applies to electricity 1 

billed on or after that date for electricity sold on or after that date.the first billing period that is at 2 

least 30 days after enactment and that starts on or after the effective date of this section." 3
